Plan

The City of Needles is experiencing ingreased water demand due to
new industrial, commercial, and residential development in the City.
Most of the new development is expected to occur at the north end
of the City. The development will increase water demands and
sewer production that may exceed the City’s water and sewer
system capacities. Phase | of the Needles Preliminary Water and
Sewer Study was approved on October 17, 2017, by the Board of
Public Utilities and on October 24, 2017, by the City Council. Phase
| of the study was completed March 9, 2018 and collected data to
determine what information is available and what additional
information needs to be researched or developed to proceed with
the study during Phase 2.

The Phase Il work scope of the Culinary Water & Sanitary Sewer
Capital Facilities Master Plan was approved by Council on August
14, 2018. The Culinary Water & Sanitary Sewer Capital Facilities
Master Plan provides a detailed look at the future conditions of the
City including projected water demands and sewer flows and
needed capital facility improvements to meet the anticipated
demands for both the water and sewer system.

The report lists recommended system improvements in priority. The
report identified providing more storage to the Upper Zone is a high
priority as well as upsizing the existing booster pump station. The
second priority identified in the report is to provide culinary water to
North Needles which includes drilling a new well, constructing a new
tank and installing pipe all within the North Needles Area. These
improvements are not needed immediately but planning for them
should begin now.

Background: The City went to bid for a three (3) year purchase of Douglas
Fir Power Poles in July, 2019. The poles are purchased in truck loads with a variety of
pole sizes.

Staff requested the exclusive purchase not to exceed $27,126 which is for one load of
40-45’ poles however, additional poles are needed as inventory is low. Staff would like to
add the purchase of one load of 30-35’ poles. The additional pole sizes are required to
complete the upcoming power pole changeout program.

The Board of Public Utilities approved the recommended action on 8/3/2019.

Fiscal Impact: Yearly impact is estimated at $54,746. to be funded by the Electric
Department.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEEDLES, CALIFORNIA, AMENDNG
NEEDLES MUNICIPAL CODE (NMC) SECTION 96.08 “DWELLING UNIT” ADDING ACCESSORY
DWELLING UNIT” AND SECTION 96.00 “TABLE OF PERMISSIBLE USES”

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City to implement federal and state housing laws and the
policies and programs contained in the City of Needles’ General Plan, including the Housing Element;

and

WHEREAS, SB 229 and AB 494 identifies the permitting requirements for Accessory
Dwelling Units, previously referred to as Second Dwelling Units, and Junior Accessory Dwelling

Units; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was
published in the Needles Desert Star on Wednesday, June 12, 2019 and the San Bernardino Sun

on Sunday, June 9, 2019; and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 2019, the Needles Planning Commission held a duly noticed and
advertised public hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to RESOLUTION 06-19-
2019-4 PC, recommending City Council approval on the Needles Municipal Code (NMC) change;
and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was
published in the Needles Desert Star on Wednesday, June 12, 2019 and the San Bernardino Sun
on Sunday, June 9, 2019; and posted in two conspicuous locations in the city; and

WHEREAS, on July , 2019, the Needles City Council held a duly noticed and advertised
public hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to the amendment to the Needles

Municipal Code (NMC); and

WHEREAS, the Needles City Council has sufficiently considered all testimony and any
documentary evidence presented to them in order to make the following determination:

SECTION 1. The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES that this activity is not

The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES that facts do exist to
approve an amendment to the Needles Municipal Code (NMC), attached as “Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 3. The City Council HEREBY APPROVES Ordinance 619-AC for an amendment to
the Needles Municipal Code (NMC) attached as Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 4. This action shall become final and effective 30 days after this decision by the
City Council as provided by the Needles City Code.

Section 96.08 Dwelling Units
(A) "Definitions to be Added

1. "Accessory dwelling unit". An attached or a detached residential dwelling unit which
provides independent living facilities for one or more persons. It shall include permanent
provisions for living, eating, sleeping, cooking, and sanitation on the same parcel as a
single-family dwelling is situated. An accessory dwelling unit also includes an efficiency
unit as defined in Section 17958.1 of the Health and Safety Code, and a manufactured
home as defined in Section 18007 of the Health and Safety Code. (See also "Secondary

"Accessory building or structure”. A building or structure that is subordinate to the
main building on the same site, or the use of which is incidental to the use of the site or the
use of the main building on the site. A building that shares a common wall with a main
building shall be deemed a part of the main building.

"Accessory use". A use customarily incidental, related, and subordinate to the principal
legal use of the parcel or lot and located on the same

"Attached accessory dwelling unit" means an accessory dwelling unit that shares a
common wall with the primary unit, either by being constructed as a physical
expansion (i.e., addition) of a primary unit, conversion of an existing garage
attached to a primary unit, or installation of a new basement underneath an existing
primary unit.

"Detached accessory dwelling unit" means an accessory dwelling unit that is
constructed as a separate structure from the primary unit, or is created through
conversion (full or partial) of an existing lawfully-constructed detached accessory
building into an accessory dwelling unit.

Second Dwelling Unit. A "Second Dwelling Unit" is defined as a permanent dwelling unit that
is accessory to a primary dwelling on the same site. A second dwelling unit provides
complete, independent living facilities for one or more persons, including permanent
provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking, sanitation, and parking. A second dwelling
unit may be attached to or detached from the primary dwelling.

"Floorspace" means the gross floor area as measured to the outside surface of
exterior walls, including its living area.

"Junior accessory dwelling unit". A unit that is no more than 500 square feet in size
and contained entirely within an existing single-family structure. A junior accessory
dwelling unit may include separate sanitation facilities, or may share sanitation facilities
with the existing structure.

"Living area" means the interior habitable area of a dwelling unit including the
basement and attics but not including a garage or any accessory building or
structure.

"Primary unit" means the building (or portion of the building in cases of an attached

accessory dwelling unit) in which the principal residential use of the lot takes place. An
accessory dwelling unit cannot constitute the primary unit.

"Public transit" means a signed and designated bus stop, train stop, ferry terminal or
other public transit station.

"Passageway" means a pathway that is unobstructed clear to the sky and extends





from a street to one entrance of the accessory dwelling unit.

13. "Secondary dwelling unit". The predecessor to an accessory dwelling unit under local
zoning laws. Secondary dwelling unit permits were issued under local zoning laws in
effect after February 3, 1984 and prior to January 1, 2017.

(B) Second Dwelling Units

(1) Over the Counter Review: Pursuant to City of Needles Development Code, second units that

comply with the following criteria may be reviewed and approved ministerially, without
review by the Planning Commission:

The parcel will include, or already includes, a single-family dwelling.
The second unit is detached from the first dwelling unit.

Number of Units. Only one second dwelling unit is permitted per primary single-family
dwelling on the same lot.

The second dwelling unit provides complete, independent living facilities for one (1) or
more persons and includes permanent provisions for living, sleeping, eating, cooking
and sanitation.

The second dwelling unit shall comply with all height, setback, lot coverage and other
applicable zoning requirements of this part. An additional parking space(s) shall be
provided if sufficient space is available.

The second dwelling unit maintains the scale of adjoining residences and blends
into the existing setting by use of appropriate building form, height, materials,
color and landscaping appropriate to that setting.

Side and rear yard setbacks for second dwelling units shall be the same as the primary
residence; detached second units shall be separated from the primary residence by a
minimum of 6 feet.

Required parking for the primary single-family dwelling may not be removed for the
creation of a second dwelling unit (e.g. garage conversions), or allocated to meet the
parking requirement for the second dwelling unit, unless replacement parking is
provided in accord with this title.

Emergency Access. A detached second dwelling unit may‘be permitted only on a lot
with access from a roadway/easement that meets the fire apparatus access road
requirements of the California Fire Code Section 902.2.2.1 s

The second unit may be rented and shall not be sold separately from the main dwelling
unit unless the lot on which such units are located is subdivided. The lot upon which the
second unit is located shall not be subdivided unless each lot which would be created by

the subdivision will comply with the requirements of this title, the City's Subdivision
Ordinance, and the Subdivision Map Act.

(1)  Building code requirements which apply to additions to existing single-family
residence shall apply. (Ord. No. 427-AC, (part).)

Accessory Dwelling Unit (A‘DU). This section provides for the establishment and reasonable
regulation of accessory dwelling units in order to encourage housing opportunities for all
segments of the population while ensuring the public health, safety, and welfare.

(1) Application and fee. Application for an accessory dwelling unit permit shall be
accompanied by the appropriate fee.

(2) Director of community development, or his/her designated replacement, as review
authority. Applications for accessory dwelling unit shall be acted upon by the director,
or his/her designee, magisterially without discretionary review or a public hearing.
Said action shall occur no more than 120 days following submission of the application.
Courtesy notice shall be provided to owners of property within one hundred feet of the
subject property, as set forth on equalized county tax assessment rolls, at least ten
days prior to a decision by the director, or his/her designee.

(3) Grant of accessory dwelling unit permit.

(a)  In order to grant an accessory dwelling unit permit for an accessory dwelling unit
created through construction of or additions to a detached accessory building or
by construction of or additions to a single-family dwelling, the director, or his/her
designee, shall find that the accessory dwelling unit would comply with all of the
standards set forth in Section 96.08(D) for such accessory dwelling units as adopted
by council resolution.

(4) In order to grant an accessory dwelling unit permit for an accessory dwelling unit created
exclusively through conversion of existing floorspace in a primary unit or a detached
accessory building, the director, or his/her designee, shall find that the accessory dwelling
unit would comply with all of the standards set forth in Section 96.08 (F) for such
accessory dwelling units as adopted by council resolution.

(5) Building permits. A building permit shall be required in conjunction with the issuance
of an accessory dwelling unit permit if repair, rehabilitation, or other work
otherwise requiring a building permit is necessary.

(6) Approved secondary dwelling units still valid. Any secondary dwelling unit legally
established with an approved secondary dwelling unit permit between July 1, 2003 and
_________ 2019 and in continued existence shall be deemed a legal, conforming
dwelling unit. Secondary dwelling units established by any such permit shall continue
to comply with all zoning requirements for secondary dwelling units in effect at the

time of permit approval.

(7) Premises identification. Any assigned street address number for the accessory
dwelling unit shall be plainly visible and legible from the street fronting the property as

required by the applicable building code.

Expiration. Accessory dwelling unit permits issued in compliance with this section shall
expire and become null and void three years after issuance unless a certificate of
occupancy has been issued by the building division.

Revocation. Upon written notice to the holder of an accessory dwelling unit permit or a
secondary dwelling unit permit, and a hearing before the director, or his/her
designee, the director may revoke or modify any accessory dwelling unit permit or
secondary dwelling unit permit on any one or more of the following grounds:

(a) That the approval was based on false information submitted by the applicant;

(b)  That the use for which such approval was granted has ceased to exist or has
been suspended for one year or more; or

(c)  That the permit granted is being or recently has been exercised contrary to the
terms or conditions of such approval, or in violation of any statute,
ordinance, law or regulation.

Reporting of violations. All reporting of accessory dwelling unit permit or secondary
dwelling unit permit violations shall be submitted in writing to the director, or his/her
designee, the director, or his/her designee, shall notify the owner of record of the
property that a complaint has been registered, within ten calendar days from
receipt of any such complaint. The director, or his/her designee, shall investigate
and issue a written report to the complainant within thirty days from the date of the
issuance of the notice outlining the status of any alleged violation and the steps that
have been requested of the owner of record to remedy the situation.

Violations considered an infraction. Violations of this section shall be punished as
infractions or by administrative citation, in the discretion of the director, or his/her
designee, and shall be subject to the provisions of section 16-56.030 (violations and
penalties) and/or chapter 31 (enforcement of code). This subsection also applies to
violations of conditions of approval or requirements of operation issued in association
with any accessory dwelling unit permit or secondary dwelling unit permit.

Violations—Additional remedies—Injunctions. As an additional remedy, the existence
and/or maintenance of any accessory dwelling unit or secondary dwelling unit in
violation of any provisions herein, or of any conditions of approval or requirements of
operation placed thereon, shall be cause for revocation and shall be deemed and is
declared to be a public nuisance and may be subject to summary abatement (i.e.,
including, without limitation, administrative abatement in compliance with chapter 31
[enforcement of code]), and/or restrained and enjoined by a court of competent
jurisdiction. In the event legal action is instituted to abate said violation, the City shall
be entitled to recover its costs and reasonable attorney's fees incurred in prosecuting
said action.

Appeals. The decision of the director, or his/her designee, granting or denying an
accessory dwelling unit permit is a ministerial decision as required by state law, and
not subject to a public hearing. Any appeal of the decision shall constitute an
administrative review of the objective standards and criteria established by the City

for accessory dwelling units. Any such appeal must be filed within ten calendar days
of the date of decision and shall be heard by the City Council. The appeal shall be
heard in a timely manner.

(14) Density. Pursuant to California Government Code Section 68552.2, no accessory

dwelling unit approved under these provisions shall be considered in calculating the
density of the lot allowed by the land use designation contained in the land use
element of the Needles General Plan, and accessory dwelling units are deemed a
residential use that is consistent with the existing general plan and zoning for the lot.

Junior Accessory Dwelling Unit (JADU). This section provides for the establishment and

reasonable regulation of junior accessory dwelling units to encourage housing opportunities
for all segments of the population while ensuring the public health, safety and welfare.

Zoning permit required. No junior accessory dwelling unit shall be established or used
unless a junior accessory dwelling unit permit has been issued by the City.

Application and fee. Application for a junior accessory dwelling unit permit shall be
accompanied by the appropriate filing fee.

Applications for junior accessory dwelling unit shall be acted upon by the director, or
his/her designee, without discretionary review or a public hearing. Said action shall occur
no more than 120 days following submission of the application. Courtesy notice shall be
provided to owners of property within one hundred feet of the subject property, as set
forth on equalized county tax assessment rolls, at least ten days prior to a decision by
the director, or his/her designee. '

Grant of junior accessory dwelling unit permit. In order to grant a junior accessory
dwelling unit permit, the director, or his/her designee, shall find that the proposed unit
would comply with this section and Section 96.08(G) Standards for Junior Accessory
Dwelling Units as adopted by council resolution.

Building permits. A building permit and a certificate of occupancy shall be required in
conjunction with the installation of a junior accessory dwelling unit. Any repair,
rehabilitation, or other work associated with the installation of the junior accessory
dwelling unit shall also obtain building permits where required by law.

Premises identification. Any assigned street address number for the junior accessory
dwelling unit shall be plainly visible and legible from the street fronting the property as
required by the applicable building code.

Expiration. Junior accessory dwelling unit permits issued in compliance with this
section shall expire and become null and void three years after issuance unless a
certificate of occupancy has been issued by the building division.

Revocation. Upon written notice to the holder of a junior accessory dwelling unit permit
and a hearing before the director, or his/her designee, the director, or his/her designee,
may revoke or modify any such permit, on any one of the following grounds:

a) That the approval was based on false information submitted by the applicant.

b) That the permit granted is being or recently has been exercised contrary to the
terms or conditions of such approval, or in violation of any statute, ordinance, law
or regulation.

c¢) For other good cause.

Periodic update. The director, or his/her designee, shall maintain a record of all
authorized junior accessory dwelling units and shall review and update the record every
two years. At the review, the owner of record shall verify in writing under penalty of
perjury that the junior accessory dwelling unit is in compliance with the standards for
junior accessory dwelling units and with all operating requirements of the permit as set
forth in applicable ordinances and regulations.

Reporting of violations. All reporting of junior accessory dwelling unit violations shall
be submitted in writing to the director, or his/her designee, The director, or his/her
designee, shall notify the owner of record of the property that a complaint has been
registered within ten calendar days from receipt of any such complaint. The director, or
his/her designee, shall investigate and issue a written report to the complainant within
thirty days from the date of the issuance of the notice outlining the current status of
any alleged violation and the steps that have been requested of the owner of record to
remedy the situation.

Violations considered an infraction. Violations of this section shall be punished as
infractions or by administrative citation, in the discretion of the director, or his/her
designee, and shall be subject to the provisions of Municipal Code Article XVIll
“Enforcement and Review” This subsection also applies to violations of requirements of
operation issued in association with any junior accessory dwelling unit approval.

Violations—Additional remedies—Injunctions. As an additional remedy, the existence
and/or maintenance of any junior accessory dwelling unit in violation of any provisions
herein, or of any requirements of operation placed thereon, shall be cause for
revocation and shall be deemed and is declared to be a public nuisance and may be
subject to summary abatement (i.e., including, without limitation, administrative
abatement in compliance with Municipal Code chapter 31), and/or restrained and
enjoined by a court of competent jurisdiction. In the event legal action is instituted to
abate said violation, the City shall be entitled to recover its costs and reasonable
attorney's fees incurred in prosecuting said action.

Appeals. The decision of the director, or his/her designee, granting or denying a
junior accessory dwelling unit permit is a ministerial decision as requifed by state law,
and not subject to a public hearing. Any appeal of the decision shall constitute an
administrative review of the objective standards and criteria established by the City for
junior accessory dwelling units. Any such appeal must be filed within ten calendar
days of the date of decision and shall be heard by the City Council. The appeal shall be
heard in a timely manner.

Standards for Accessory Dwelling Units Created Through Construction of or Additions to a
Detached Accessory Building or by Construction of or Additions to a Single Family Dwelling

(1)

Zones. The proposed unit would be located on a lot that contains a single family
dwelling located in one of the following residential zones: R-1, R-2, R-3, CRR.

Regulatory considerations. Accessory dwelling units that meet the requirements of this
section shall not be considered by the City when calculating the allowable density for the
lot upon which the accessory dwelling unit is located, and shall be deemed to be a
residential use that this consistent with the General Plan and applicable zoning.

One per lot. The proposed unit would be the only Accessory Dwelling Unit on the lot and
there would be no Junior Accessory Dwelling Unit on the lot.

Rental. The Accessory Dwelling Unit may be rented but may not be rented for a period of
less than 30 consecutive days or used as a Vacation Rental.

Owner occupancy. One of the dwelling units on the site shall be owner-occupied. For
purposes of this standard, "ownership" is defined as a majority (i.e., fifty-one percent or
greater) interest in the property in question. Property owned in joint tenancy shall be
considered a single ownership for any party named. Property owned in tenancy in
common shall be considered a single ownership for the party named, unless shares are
specified, in which case ownership requires a majority interest.

Location on lot. The Accessory Dwelling Unit shall either be attached to the existing
dwelling or located within the Living Area of the existing dwelling, or shall be detached
from the existing dwelling and located on the same lot as the existing dwelling. If
detached, the Accessory Dwelling Unit shall be separated from the Primary Unit and any
Detached Accessory Building a minimum of three feet.

Zoning Development Standards. The proposed unit shall comply with development
standards for the underlying zone in which it is located, specifically standards for lot
coverage, setback, height, and floor area ratio, except as explicitly set forth herein.

Separate Kitchen and Bathroom. The proposed Accessory Dwelling Unit shall contain a
separate kitchen and bathroom; both the Primary Unit and the Accessory Dwelling Unit
shall comply at a minimum with all requirements of the current residential code; and the
Accessory Dwelling Unit shall comply with the building code at the time it was
constructed.

Size. The increased floor area of an Attached Accessory Dwelling Unit shall not exceed 50
percent of the existing Living Area, with a maximum allowable increase in floor area of
1,200 square feet. The total area of floorspace for a newly-constructed Detached
Accessory Dwelling Unit shall not exceed 1,200 square feet.

(10) Passageway. No Passageway shall be required in conjunction with the construction of an

Accessory Dwelling Unit.

(11)Setback Exceptions. No setback shall be required for a lawfully-constructed garage in

existence prior to execution of this Ordinance that is converted to an Accessory Dwelling
Unit, and a setback of no more than five (5) feet from the side and rear lot lines shall be
required for an Accessory Dwelling Unit that is constructed above a garage.





(12) Parking. The application shall comply with parking provisions of Needles’ Municipal
Code Section 111, including parking setback limitations, except as may be set forth
below:

(o) One on-site parking space shall be required for each bedroom of the proposed
Accessory Dwelling Unit in addition to those required for the Primary Unit.

(b) Required parking for the Accessory Dwelling Unit may be uncovered.

(c) Off-street parking for an Accessory Dwelling Unit may be in tandem with parking for the
Primary Unit or may be allowed in the front setback, unless specific findings are
made that such is not feasible based on specific site topographical or fire and life
safety conditions. All parking spaces shall be on an Improved Parking Surface.

(d) When a garage, carport, or covered parking structure is demolished in conjunction with
the construction of an Accessory Dwelling Unit, and the City requires that those parking
spaces be replaced, the replacement spaces may be located in any configuration on the
same lot as the Accessory Dwelling Unit, including, but not limited to, as covered spaces,
uncovered spaces, or by the use of mechanical automobile parking lifts.

(e) Subsections A through D of this Standard 11 shall not apply to a unit described in
subsection 11 F below.

(f} On-site parking is not required for an Accessory Dwelling Unit in any of the following
circumstances:

(1) The unit is located within one-half mile of Public Transit.

(2) The unit is located within an architecturally and historically significant historic
district.
(3) The unit is part of the existing Primary Unit or an existing Accessory Building.
(4) When on-street parking permits are required but not offered to the
occupant of the unit. :
(5) When there is a car share vehicle located within one block of the unit.

Feasibility Inspection. Unless the project constitutes new construction, a building inspection
shall be performed by the City's Building Dept. at applicant's cost, and a report establishing the
feasibility of the project to meet applicable building and residential codes shall be provided to the
Director, or his/her designee, of Development Services prior to approval of an Accessory
Dwelling Unit permit.

Adequate sanitary service capacity for the additional increment of effluent resulting from the
Accessory Dwelling Unit would be available. If the lot is connected to the public sewer
system, the applicant has submitted a letter from the appropriate Sanitary District to that
effect. If the lot is not connected to the public sewer system, the applicant will need to
demonstrate that the individual or alternative sewage disposal system serving the lot has
adequate capacity to accommodate the proposed Accessory Dwelling Unit.





16. The Accessory Dwelling Unit would comply with all applicable Fire District regulations, subject to
provisions and limitations set forth in Government Code Section 65852.2.

17. The Accessory Dwelling Unit would comply with all applicable Water District regulations,
subject to provisions and limitations set forth in Government Code Section 65852.2.

(F)  Standards for Accessory Dwelling Units Created Exclusively through Conversion of Existing
Floorspace in a Single Family Dwelling or a Detached Accessory Building

The unit shall be located in a single-family zone.

The unit shall be created within an existing legal structure (a single-family dwelling or
a Detached Accessory Building appurtenant to a single-family dwelling).

There shall be no more than one Accessory Dwelling Unit on the lot.

Rental. The unit may be rented but may not be rented for a period less than 30
consecutive days or used as a Vacation Rental.

Owner Occupancy. One of the dwelling units on the site (either the Primary Unit or
the Accessory Dwelling Unit) shall be owner-occupied. For purposes of this standard,
"ownership" is defined as a majority (i.e., fifty-one percent or greater) interest in the
property in question. Property owned in joint tenancy shall be considered a single
ownership for any party named. Property owned in tenancy in common shall be
considered a single ownership for the party named, unless shares are specified, in
which case ownership requires a majority interest.

Feasibility Inspection. A building inspection shall be performed by the City's Building
Division at applicant's cost, and a memo establishing the feasibility of the project to
meet applicable building and residential codes shall be provided to the Director, or
his/her designee, of Community Development, prior to approval of a permit.

(G) Standards for .luvnior Accessory Dwelling Units

The proposed junior accessory dwelling unit would be located in a single-family
residential zone, including the R-1, R-1-R-3 and CRR zones.

Owner occupancy of one of the dwelling units on the site (either the primary residence
or the junior accessory dwelling unit) is required, unless the owner is a governmental
agency, a land trust, or a housing organization. For purposes of this standard,





ownership is defined as a majority (i.e., fifty-one percent or greater) interest in the
property in question. Property owned in joint tenancy shall be considered a single
ownership for any party named. Property owned in tenancy in common shall be
considered a single ownership for the party named, unless shares are specified, in which
case ownership requires a majority interest.

(3) The junior accessory dwelling unit would be in conformance with the current building
codes adopted by the City. A memo prepared following inspection of the premises by
the Needles Building Division, documenting the feasibility of the project to meet current
building codes, shall be provided to the Director, or his/her designee, of Community
Development prior to approval of a junior accessory dwelling unit permit.

(4) The junior accessory dwelling unit would be created within the existing walls of a single-
family dwelling and would include the utilization of a pre-existing bedroom.

(5) The junior accessory dwelling unit would have a separate exterior entry from that
of the primary residence, and internal access to the primary residence is established. A
second interior doorway separation may be provided for sound attenuation purposes.

(6)  The junior accessory dwelling unit shall include an efficiency kitchen, requiring and
limited to the following components:

a. Asink with a maximum waste line diameter of one-and-a-half (1.5)
inches.

b. A cooking facility with appliances that do not require electrical service greater
than one hundred-twenty (120) volts. Gas appliances are not permitted.

c. Afood preparation counter and storage cabinets that are of reasonable size in
relation to the size of the junior accessory dwelling unit.

(7)  The junior accessory dwelling unit would be located on a lot where the primary
residence complies with current parking standards for a single-family dwelling.

(8) Adequate sanitation (bathroom) facilities are provided, either a) separately for the
exclusive use of the junior accessory dwelling unit; or b) shared with the primary
residence through internal access from the junior accessory dwelling unit to the primary
residence.

(9)  The junior accessory dwelling unit shall comply with applicable requirements of the fire
protection district serving the lot, subject to the provisions of Government Code Section
65852.22(d) or successor sections thereto.

(10) The junior accessory dwelling unit shall comply with applicable requirements of the
public water agency serving the lot, subject to the provisions of Government Code
Section 65852.22(e) or successor sections thereto.





The junior accessory dwelling unit may be rented but shall not be rented for less than
thirty (30) consecutive days.

The property on which the junior accessory dwelling unit is located shall have deed
restrictions recorded upon it as set forth below prior to issuance of a building permit for
the unit. Said restrictions shall be reviewed and approved by the City Attorney and
recorded with the Marin County Recorder's Office.

(a) The junior accessory dwelling unit shall not be sold separately from the primary
residence, and shall not be rented for less than thirty (30) consecutive days.

(b) The junior accessory dwelling unit shall not exceed five-hundred (500) square
feet in floor area, shall not be smaller than allowed by applicable building
regulations, and shall be entirely contained within an existing single-family
structure.

(c) The junior accessory dwelling unit shall be considered legal only so long as it or
the single-family dwelling in which it is located is owner-occupied, unless the
owner is a governmental agency, a land trust or a housing organization.
Ownership is defined as a majority (i.e., fifty-one percent or greater) interest in
the property in question. Property owned in joint tenancy shall be considered a
single ownership for any party named. Property owned in tenancy in common
shall be considered a single ownership for the party named, unless shares are
specified, in which case ownership requires a majority interest.

(d)  The restrictions shall be binding upon any successor in ownership of the property
and lack of compliance with any provisions of Needles Municipal Code Section
16-52.105 (or successor sections) may result in legal action against the property
owner, including revocation of any right to maintain a junior accessory dwelling
unit on the property.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEEDLES, CALIFORNIA,
AMENDNG NEEDLES MUNICIPAL CODE (NMC) RESCINDING ARTICLE ViI
SECTION 97.01 “AFFORDABLE AND ELDERLY HOUSING BONUS"” AND
REPLACING IT WITH A NEW SECTION 97.01 “DENSITY BONUS AND
RELATED INCENTIVES AND CONCESSIONS PROGRAM”

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City to implement federal and state housing laws and the policies and
programs contained in the City of Needles’ General Plan, including the Housing Element; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the public to establish reasonable standards relating to
provisions of affordance housing; and

WHEREAS, California Government Code Section 65915 requires municipalities to allow specified
combinations of density bonuses, incentives and concessions to projects that provide either housing
for seniors, or for individuals of low income, very low income, or of moderate income in comment

interest developments; and

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City to implement federal and state housing laws and the policies and
programs contained in the City of Needles’ General Plan, including the Housing Element; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was published
in the Needles Desert Star on Wednesday, June 12, 2019 and the San Bernardino Sun on Sunday, June

9,2019; and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 2019, the Needles Planning Commission held a duly noticed and
advertised public hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to RESOLUTION 06-19-2019-6
PC recommending City Council approval on the Needles Municipal Code (NMC) change; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was published
in the Needles Desert Star on Wednesday, June 12, 2019 and the San Bernardino Sun on Sunday, June
9, 2019; and posted in two conspicuous locations; and

WHEREAS, on July 9, 2019, the Needles City Council held a duly noticed and advertised public
hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to the amendment to the Needles Municipal

Code (NMC); and

WHEREAS, the Needles City Council has sufficiently considered all testimony and any
documentary evidence presented to them in order to make the following determination:

SECTION 1. The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES that this activity is not subject to
the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA") pursuant to CEQA Section §§ 15060 (c)(2), the
activity will not result in a direct or reasonable foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment
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SECTION 2. The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES that facts do exist to approve an
amendment to the Needles Municipal Code (NMC), attached as “Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 3. The City Council HEREBY APPROVES Ordinance 620-AC for an amendment to the
Needles Municipal Code (NMC) attached as Exhibit “A”.

SECTION 4. This action shall become final and effective 30 days after this decision by the City
Council as provided by the Needles City Code.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED that the City Council of the City of Needles, California,
approves an amendment to the City Code.

Changes to Needles Municipal Code (NMC):

Repeal Section 97.01 “Affordable and elderly housing bonus” of Article VII
“Intensity of Uses”, is hereby repealed.

New Section 97.01 is hereby added to Article VII “Intensity of Use” which shall be
entitled, “Density Bonus and Related Incentives and Concessions Program”.

SECTION 97.01. DENSITY BONUS AND RELATED INCENTIVES AND CONCESSIONS
PROGRAM

Sec. 97.01(a) Purpose

The purpose of this Section 97.01 is to satisfy the requirements set forth in Government Code
Section 659135, ef seq. (known as the State Density Bonus Law). If any provision of this Division
conflicts with state law, or provides more rights than are legally required by state law, the
minimum requirements of State law shall control.

Sec. 97.01(b). Definitions

The following definitions shall control over any conflicting definitions in other Sections of the
Needles Municipal Code. State law definitions, as they may be amended from time to time,
control over the definitions in this section.

(1) Affordable Housing Benefits . means one or more of the following:

a) A Density Bonus pursuant to Section 97.01(h);

b)  An Incentive pursuant to Section 97.01(1);

c) A Development Standard Waiver or Modification pursuant to Section 97.01(0); and

Density Bonus Units — means dwelling units granted which exceed the otherwise
Maximum Allowable Residential Density.

Development Standard — means a site or construction condition, including, but not
limited to, a height limitation, a setback requirement, a floor area ratio, an on-site open-
space requirement, or a parking ratio, that applies to a residential development
pursuant to the Zoning Ordinance, the General Plan or other City condition, law,
policy, resolution, or regulation. (Gov. Code § 65915(0)(1)).

Eligible housing development” means a development that satisfies all of the following
criteria:
(a) The development is a multifamily housing development that contains five or more
residential units, exclusive of any other floor area ratio bonus or incentive or

(if) One-half mile of a major transit stop.

(e) The development includes at least 20 percent of the units, excluding any additional
units allowed under a floor area ratio bonus or other incentives or concessions
provided pursuant to this chapter, with an affordable housing cost or affordable rent
to, and occupied by, persons with a household income equal to or less than 50 percent
of the area median income, as determined pursuant to Section 50093 of the Health and
Safety Code, and subject to an affordability restriction for a minimum of 55 years.

(f) The development complies with the height requirements applicable to the underlying
zone. A development shall not be eligible to use a floor area ratio bonus or other
incentives or concessions provided pursuant to this chapter to relieve the development
from a maximum height limitation.

(2) “Transit priority area” has the same meaning as defined in Section 21099 of the Public
Resources Code.

(3) “Floor area ratio” means the ratio of gross building area of the eligible housing
development, excluding structured parking areas, proposed for the project divided by the
net lot area. For purposes of this paragraph, “gross building area” means the sum of all
finished areas of all floors of a building included within the outside faces of its exterior
walls.

(4) “Floor area ratio bonus” means an allowance for an eligible housing development to utilize
a floor area ratio over the otherwise maximum allowable density permitted under the
applicable zoning ordinance and land use elements of the general plan of a city or county,
calculated pursuant to paragraph (2) of subdivision (b).

(14) Housing Development — means a development project of five or more residential
units and includes a subdivision or Common Interest Development that is approved by
the City and consists of residential units or unimproved residential lots and either a
project to substantially rehabilitate and convert an existing commercial building to
residential use or the substantial rehabilitation of an existing multifamily dwelling
where the result of the rehabilitation would be a net increase in available
residential units. (Gov. Code § 65915(i)).

(15) Household Income Category Definitions
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a) Very Low Income Household — means a household whose income does not
exceed fifty percent (50%) of the County’s median household income as defined
in Health and Safety Code Section 50105.

(23) Senior Citizen Housing Development . means a residential development that is
developed, substantially rehabilitated, or substantially renovated for, senior citizens and
that has at least thirty-five (35) Senior Citizen Housing Development Units. (Gov.

(24) Senior Citizen Housing Development Unit - means a residential dwelling unit within a
Senior Citizen Housing Development that is available to, and occupied by, a senior
citizen as defined in Civil Code Section 51.3.

Sec. 97.01(c). Eligibility for Density Bonuses and Incentives

Density Bonuses are available to Affordable Housing Developers in accordance with this
Division for the following:

(1) Housing Developments which include a Minimum Affordable Housing Component
(Section 97.01(h) and Section 97.01(t)(1))

(2) Housing Developments which include a Minimum Affordable Housing Component and a
Child Care Facility (Section 97.01(i));
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(3) Senior Citizen Housing Developments (Section 97.01(j)); and
(4) Land Donations for Very Low Income Housing (Section 97.01(k)).

(5) Housing Development which include a Student Housing Component (

For the purpose of calculating a Density Bonus, the residential units must be on contiguous sites
that are the subject of one development application, but do not have to be based upon individual

subdivision maps or parcels.
Sec. 97.01(d). Fees

1) An application for a Density Bonus Permit shall be accompanied by the fee set by
resolution of the City Council.

2) [If an application for a Density Bonus Permit requires an unusual amount or specialized
type of study or evaluation by City staff, a consultant or legal counsel, City staff shall
estimate the cost thereof and require the applicant to pay an additional fee or make one or
more deposits to pay such cost before the study or evaluation is begun. On completion of
the study or evaluation, and before the City Council decides the application, City staff
shall determine the actual cost of the work and the difference between the actual cost and
the amount paid by the applicant, and shall require the applicant to pay any deficiency or

shall refund to the applicant any excess.

Sec. 97.01(e). Application Required

(2) State in the application the specific Minimum Affordable Housing Component proposed

(3) Enter into an agreement with the City or its designee pursuant to Section 97.01(s) to
maintain and enforce the Affordable Housing Component of the Housing Development.

(Gov. Code § 65915(c)).

Sec. 97.01(f). Content of Application

(1) The application for a Density Bonus Permit shall include the following information:
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(a) A description of the project, including the number of dwelling units, the number of
affordable units and level of affordability, and the location of the affordable
units;

(b) A description of the density bonus and the incentives or concessions requested, if
any, in accordance with Section 97.01(h) thru Section 97.01(m) (Gov. Code
Section 65915(b)(2));

(c) For Parking Standard Modification requests, that the requirements of Gov. Code,
Section 65915(p)) are met

(d) The location, design, and phasing criteria required by Section 97.01(q), including any
proposed Development Standard(s) modifications or waivers pursuant to Section
97.01(0);

(e) Any proposal for the waiver or reduction of development standards which waiver or

reduction is required to allow the City to avoid physically precluding the construction
of a development meeting the criteria of Gov. Code Section 65915(b) at the densities
or with the concessions or incentives permitted by the statute;

(£) The proposed method of ensuring the continued affordability of all low, very low, or

moderate rental units, or senior units, or child care facilities, that qualified the
applicant for the award of the density bonus for at least 55 years, as required by Gov.
Code, Section 65915(c)(1); and

(g) Other relevant information requested by City staff.

(2)

For the application for a Density Bonus Permit for the donation of Qualified Land
pursuant to Section 97.01(k), the application must show the location of the Qualified
Land in addition to including sufficient information to establish that each requirement
of that section has been met. (Gov. Code § 65915(g)(2));

The application for a Density Bonus Permit for a Housing Development that conforms
to the requirements of section 97.01(i) and/or section 97.01(1). (Gov. Code, Section
65915(b)) and includes a child care facility that will be located on the premises of, as
part of, or adjacent to, the project, shall show the location and square footage of the
Child Care Facility in addition to including sufficient information as how the
applicant proposes to regulate attendance at the child care facility to conform to the
requirements of Gov. Code Section 65915(h)(2)(B). .

An application for a Density Bonus permit will not be processed until all of the
provisions of this Section are complied with as determined by the director and shall be
processed concurrently with other required entitlements for which the Affordable
Housing Benefit is sought. Prior to the submittal of an application for a Qualified
Housing Development, an applicant may submit to the director a preliminary proposal for
Affordable Housing Benefits. The director shall, within 90 days of receipt of a written
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proposal, notify the applicant of the director’s preliminary response and schedule a
meeting with the applicant to discuss the proposal and the director’s preliminary
response. Approval of a Density Bonus permit shall be at the same level as the planning
entitlement action for the project with the highest requirement.

Sec. 97.01(g). Effect of Proposal for Waiver or Reduction of Development Standards.

A proposal for a waiver or reduction of development standards shall neither reduce nor increase
the number of incentives or concessions to which the applicant is entitled pursuant to Gov. Code,
Section 65915(d). :

Sec. 97.01(h). Density Bonus Allowance for Housing Development with Affordable Housing
Component

If the requirements of Section 97.01(c) are met, then the Affordable Housing Developer is
entitled to a Density Bonus pursuant to Government Code Section 65915(f) as follows:

As demonstrated in Table 97.01(h), the amount of Density Bonus to which the applicant is
entitled shall vary according to the amount by which the percentage of Affordable Units offered
by the applicant exceeds the percentage of the Minimum Affordable Housing Component; the
applicant may also elect to accept a lesser percentage of Density Bonus. (Gov. Code § 65915(1)).
All density calculations resulting in fractional units shall be rounded up to the next whole
number. (Gov. Code § 65915(f)(5)).

Sec. 97.01(i). Density Bonus for Housing Development with Affordable Housing
Component and Child Care Facility

(1) Criteria. For a Density Bonus to be granted pursuant to Section 97.01(i) for including a
Minimum Affordable Housing Component with a Child Care Facility in a Housing
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Development, all of the following must be satisfied:
(a) Compliance with each requirement in Section 97.01(c). (Gov. Code § 65915(h)(1)).

(b) The Housing Development must include a Child Care Facility that will be located on
the premises of, as part of, or adjacent to, the Housing Development. (Gov. Code
§ 65915(h)(1)).

(¢) Approval of the Housing Development must be conditioned to ensure that both of the
following occur:

1. The Child Care Facility must remain in operation for a period of time that is as
long as or longer than the period of time during which the Affordable Units are
required to remain affordable pursuant to Section 97.01(s) (Gov. Code
§ 65915(h)(2)(A)).

2. Of the children who attend the Child Care Facility, the children of Very Low
Income Households, L.ow Income Households, or Moderate Income Households
must equal a percentage that is equal to or greater than the percentage of dwelling
units that are required under the respective Minimum Affordable Housing
Component Income Category for which the Density Bonus is sought (Gov. Code
§ 65915(h)2)(B))."

(d) The City has not made a finding based upon substantial evidence that the
community has adequate Child Care Facilities. (Gov. Code § 65915(h)(3)).

(2) Density Bonus Allowance. If the requirements of Section 97.01(i)(1) are met, then an
applicant for a Housing Development with an Affordable Housing Component and Child
Care Facility is entitled to:

(a) A Density Bonus pursuant to Section 97.01(h); and
(b) An additional Density Bonus that.is an amount of square feet of residential space that
is equal to or greater than the amount of square feet in the Child Care Facility. (Gov.
Code § 65915(h)(1)(A)).
Sec. 97.01(j). Density Bonus for Senior Citizen Housing Development

An applicant for a Senior Citizen Housing Development or a mobile home park that limits
residency based on age requirements for housing for older persons pursuant to Civil Code
Sections 798.76 or 799.5 is entitled to a Density Bonus of twenty percent (20%) of the number of
Senior Citizen Housing Development Units. (Gov. Code § 659 15(b)(1)(C), (H)(3)).

Sec. 97.01(k). Density Bonus for Land Donations

For a Density Bonus for a Qualified Land donation to be granted pursuant to Section 97.01(k), all
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of the requirements of state law, as it may be amended from time to time, shall be met. See
Gov. Code 65915(g). For qualifying donations, the City shall award a 15% density bonus, but in
no event shall the total density bonus from all sources exceed 35%. (Gov. Code § 659 15(g)(2).

Section 97.01(1) Density Bonus for Student Housing

For a density bonus for a student housing project to be granted pursuant to Section 97.01(1), all of
the requirements of state law, as it may be amended from time to time, shall be met, as identified
below and in Gov. Code 65915(F)(i). '

(1) Requirements for Student Housing Density Bonus:

(a)

All units in the student housing development will be used exclusively for
undergraduate, graduate, or professional students enrolled full time at an
institution of higher education accredited by the Western Association of
Schools and Colleges or the Accrediting Commission for Community and
Junior Colleges. In order to be eligible under this subclause, the developer
shall, as a condition of receiving a certificate of occupancy, provide
evidence to the city, county, or city or county that the developer has entered
into an operating agreement or master lease with one or more institutions of
higher education for the institution or institutions to occupy all units of the
student housing development with students from that institution or
institutions. An operating agreement or master lease entered into pursuant
to this subclause is not violated or breached if, in any subsequent year, there
are not sufficient students enrolled in an institution of higher education to
fill all units in the student housing development. |

The applicable 20-percent units will be used for lower income students.
The eligibility of a student shall be verified by an affidavit, award letter, or
letter of eligibility provided by the institution of higher education that the
student is enrolled in, as described in subclause (1), or by the California
Student Aid Commission that the student receives or is eligible for
financial aid, including an institutional grant or fee waiver, from the college
or university, the California Student Aid Commission, or the federal
government shall be sufficient to satisfy this subclause.

The rent provided in the applicable units of the development for lower
income students shall be calculated at 30 percent of 65 percent of the area
median income for a single-room occupancy unit type.

The development will provide priority for the applicable affordable units
for lower income students experiencing homelessness. A homeless service
provider, as defined in paragraph (3) of subdivision (d) of Section 103577
of the Health and Safety Code, or institution of higher education that has
knowledge of a person’s homeless status may verify a person’s status as
homeless for purposes of this subclause.
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i For purposes of calculating a density bonus granted pursuant to. this
subparagraph, the term “unit” as used in this section means one rental
bed and its pro rata share of associated common area facilities. The
units described in this subparagraph shall be subject to a recorded
affordability restriction of 55 years.

97.01 (m) Floor Area Ratio Density Bonus

For a Floor Area Ratio density bonus to be granted pursuant to Section 97.01(m) all of the
requirements of State law, as it may be amended from time to time, shall be met, as
" identified below and in Gov. Code 65917.2

(1) A city council, including a charter city council or the board of supervisors of a city and
county, or county board of supervisors may establish a procedure by ordinance to
grant a developer of an eligible housing development, upon the request of the
developer, a floor area ratio bonus, calculated as provided in paragraph (a), in lieu of
a density bonus awarded on the basis of dwelling units per acre

(a) Incalculating the floor area ratio bonus pursuant to this section, the
allowable gross residential floor area in square feet shall be the product of
all of the following amounts:

{L) The allowable residential base density in dwelling units per acre.
(2) The site area in square feet, divided by 43,560.
(3)  2,250. ’

(b) The city council or county board of supervisors shall not impose any parking
requirement on an eligible housing development in excess of 0.1 parking
spaces per unit that is affordable to persons and families with a household
income equal to or less than 120 percent of the area median income and 0.5
parking spaces per unit that is offered at market rate.

(c) Acity or county that adopts a floor area ratio bonus ordinance pursuant to
this section shall allow an applicant seeking to develop an eligible residential
development to calculate impact fees based on square feet, instead of on a
per unit basis. ;

(d) Inthe case of an eligible housing development that is zoned for mixed-use
purposes, any floor area ratio requirement under a zoning ordinance or land
use element of the general plan of the city or county applicable to the
nonresidential portion of the eligible housing development shall continue to
apply notwithstanding the award of a floor area ratio bonus in accordance
with this section.

(e) An applicant for a floor area ratio bonus pursuant to this section may also
- submit to the city, county, or city and county a proposal for specific incentives
or concessions pursuant to subdivision (d) of Section 65915.
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(f) This section shall not be interpreted to do either of the following:

(1) Supersede or preempt any other section within this chapter.

(2) Prohibit a city, county, or city and county from providing a floor
area ratio bonus under terms that are different from those set forth
in this section.

Sec. 97.01(1). Affordable Housing Incentives

Government Code subsections 65915(d), (j), (k) and () govern the following provisions
regarding affordable housing incentives. Subject to Section 97.01(n), all of the following
applicable requirements must be satisfied to be granted an Incentive(s) pursuant to Sections 16-
97.01(1)(2) and 97.01(m):

(1) The applicant for an Incentive must also be an applicant for a Density Bonus and qualify
for a Density Bonus pursuant to Section 97.01(c) (Gov. Code § 659 15(d)(1));

(2) A specific written proposal for an Incentive(s) must be submitted with the application for
Density Bonus in accordance with Section 97.01(f) (Gov. Code § 65915(b)(1) and
(d)(@));

(3) If an Incentive(s) pursuant to Sections 97.01(1) and 97.01(m) is sought, the applicant

must establish that each requested Incentive would result in identifiable,

financially sufficient, and actual cost reductions for the Qualified Housing
Development (Gov. Code § 659 15(k)(1) & (3));

(4) Ifan Incentive(s) pursuant to Section 97.01(1)(2) is sought, the applicant must establish
that requirements of that section are met (Gov. Code § 65915(k)(2)); and

(5) Ifan additional Incentive for a Child Care Facility is sought pursuant to Section
97.01(m)(4), the applicant must establish that requirements of that section are met.

(6) The granting of an Incentive shall not be interpreted, in and of itself, to require a
General Plan amendment, Local Coastal Plan amendment, zoning change, or other
discretionary approval. (Gov. Code § 65915(j).) An Incentive is applicable only to
the project for which it is granted.

Sec. 97.01(m). Number of Incentives Granted

Subject to Section 97.01(n), the applicant who meets the requirements of Section 97.01(1)(a)
shall receive the following number of Incentives described below and as shown in Table
97.01(m).

(1) One Incentive for Qualified Housing Development projects that include at least ten
percent (10%) of the Total Units for Low Income Households, at least five percent
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(5%) for Very Low Income Households, or at least ten percent (10%) for persons and
families of Moderate Income Households in a Common Interest Development.
(Gov. Code § 65915(d)(2)(A)).

(2)  Two Incentives for Qualified Housing Development projects that include at least twenty
percent (20%) of the Total Units for Low Income Households, at least ten percent
(10%) for Very Low Income Houscholds, or at least twenty percent (20%) for
persons and families of Moderate Income Households in a Common Interest
Development. (Gov. Code § 65915(d)(2)(B)).

(3)  Three Incentives for Qualified Housing Development projects that include at least thirty
percent (3 0%) of the Total Units for Low Income Households, at least fifteen percent
(15%) for Very Low Income Households, or at least thirty percent (30%) for persons and
families of Moderate Income Households in a Common Interest Development. (Gov.
Code § 65915(d)(2)(C)).

(4) Subject to Section 97.01(n)(d), a Qualified Housing Development proposal that
includes a Child Care Facility shall be granted an additional incentive that contributes
significantly to the economic feasibility of the construction of the Child Care
Facility. (Gov. Code § 65915(h)(1)(B)).

97.01(n). Criteria for Denial of Application for Incentives

Except as otherwise provided in this Section or by state law, if the requirements of Section
97.01(1)(1) are met, the City shall grant the Incentive(s) that are authorized by Sections
97.01(1)(2) and 97.01(m) unless a written finding, based upon substantial evidence, is made with
respect to any of the following, in which case the City may refuse to grant the Incentive(s):

(1) The Incentive is not required in order to provide Affordable Housing Costs or Affordable
Rents for the Affordable Units subject to the Qualified Housing Development
application.

Specific, Adverse Impact. (Gov. Code § 65915(e)(1)).

(c) The requested waiver or reduction of a Development Standard will not have an
adverse impact on any real property that is listed in the California Register of
Historical Resources. (Gov. Code § 65915(e)(1)).

(d) The requested waiver or reduction of a Development Standard is not contrary to
state or federal law. (Gov. Code § 65915(e)(1)).
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(3) Granting Application for Waiver or Modification of Development Standards. If the

requirements of Sections 97.01(0)(1). and (2) are satisfied, the application for waiver or
modification of Development Standard(s) shall be granted. If the requirements of
Sections 97.01(0)(1). and (2) are satisfied, the City shall not apply a Development
Standard that will have the effect of physically precluding the construction of a Qualified
Housing Development at the densities or with the Incentives permitted by this Section.
(Gov. Code § 65915(e)(1)).

Sec. 97.01(p). Parking Standard Modifications for Qualified Housing Developments

set forth in Article XI “Vehicular Provisions™ are available only for Qualified Housing
Developments. An application for Parking Standard Modifications stating the
specific modification requested must be submitted with the Qualified Housing
Development application.

the lower rates of car ownership for low- and very low- income individuals, including
seniors and special needs individuals.

An application for one or more Affordable Housing Benefits
must be submitted as follows: ' '

(a) Each Affordable Housing Benefit requested must be specifically stated in
writing on the application form provided by the City.

(b) The application must include the information and documents necessary to

establish that the requirements of this Section are satisfied for each
Affordable Housing Benefit requested, including:
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(c)

1)  For Density Bonus requests, that the requirements of Section 97.01(c)
are met;

2)  For Incentive requests, that the requirements of Section 97.01(1) are
met;

3)  For Development Standard Waiver or Modification requests, that
the requirements of Section 97.01(0) are met; and/or

4)  For Parking Standard Modification requests, that the requirements of
Article XI “Vehicular Provisions™ are met.

The application must be submitted concurrently with a complete application for
a Qualified Housing Development.

(d) The application must include a site plan that complies with and includes the

(e)

following:

(1) For Senior Citizen Housing Development projects - the number and
location of proposed Total Units and Density Bonus Units.

(2) For all Qualified Housing Development projects other than Senior
Citizen Housing Development projects . the number and location of
proposed Total Units, Affordable Units, and Density Bonus Units. The
Density Bonus Units shall be permitted in geographic areas of the
Qualified Housing Development other than the areas where the
Affordable Units are located. (Gov. Code § 65915(7)).

(3) The location, design, and phasing criteria required by Section
97.01(q)(1), including any proposed Development Standard(s)
modifications or waivers pursuant to Section 97.01(0).

The application for a Qualified Housing Development must state the level
of affordability of the Affordable Units and include a proposal for compliance
with Section 97.01(s) for ensuring affordability.

If a Density Bonus is requested for a Qualified Land donation pursuant to Section
97.01(k), the application must show the location of the Qualified Land in
addition to including sufficient information to establish that each requirement
in Section 97.01(k) has been met.

If an additional Density Bonus or Incentive is requested for a Child Care
Facility pursuant to Section 97.01(i) and/or Section 97.01(m)(4), the
application shall show the location and square footage of the Child Care Facility
in addition to including sufficient information to establish that each requirement
in Section 97.01(i) and/or Section 97.01(m)(4) has been met.

(3) An application for an Affordable Housing Benefit under this Section will not be
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processed until all of the provisions of this section are complied with as determined by
the Director and shall be processed concurrently with the application for the Qualified
Housing Development project for which the Affordable Housing Benefit is sought.

Prior to the submittal of an application for a Qualified Housing Development, an
applicant may submit to the Director a preliminary proposal for Affordable Housing
Benefits. The Director shall, within 90 days of receipt of a written proposal, notify the
applicant of the Director’s preliminary response and schedule a meeting with the
applicant to discuss the proposal and the Director’s preliminary response.

Sec. 97.01(r). Determination on Density Bonus and Affordable Housing Incentive
Program Requests

The decisionmaker on the underlying Qualified Housing Development application is authorized
to approve or deny an application for an Affordable Housing Benefit in accordance with this
Section.

(1) Affordable Housing Benefit Determinations. An application for an Affordable Housing
Benefit shall be granted if the requirements of this Section are satisfied unless:

(a) The application is for an Incentive for which a finding is made in accordance with
Section 97.01(n); or

(b)) The underlying application for the Qualified Housing Development is not approved
independent of and without consideration of the application for the Affordable
Housing Benefit.

(2) Affordable Housing Benefit Compliance Provisions. To ensure compliance with this
Section and state law, approval of an application for an Affordable Housing Benefit
may be subject to, without limitation:

(a) The imposition of conditions of approval to the Qualified Housing Development,
including imposition of fees necessary to monitor and enforce the provisions of this
Section;

(b) An affordable housing agreement and, if applicable, an equity sharing agreement
pursuant to Section 97.01(s); and

(c) Recorded deed restriction implementing conditions of approval and/or contractual
or legally mandated provisions.

(3) Appeals

(a) If the decision to approve or deny an application for an Affordable Housing
Benefit is made by the director, any person may appeal the decision. The
appeal shall be in writing, state the grounds for appeal, and shall be filed with the
City Clerk within 15 calendar days of the date of the mailing of the director’s
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decision, together with the appeal fee adopted by resolution of the City
Council. The decision of the hearing officer shall be final.

(b) If the decision to approve or deny an application for an Affordable Housing
Benefit is made by the Planning Commission, then an appeal may be filed to the
City Council

(c¢) Notwithstanding subsections 1 and 2 of this subsection C, if the determination of
the underlying application for the Qualified Housing Development is also
appealed along with the decision of the Affordable Housing Benefit, then the
entire project shall be controlled by the appeal procedures applicable to the
underlying application.

Sec. 97.01(s). Affordable Housing Agreement and Equity Sharing Agreement

(1)

General Requirements. No Density Bonus pursuant to Section 97.01(c) shall be granted
unless and until the Affordable Housing Developer, or its designee approved in writing
by the Director, enters into an affordable housing agreement and, if applicable, an equity
sharing agreement, with the City or its designee pursuant to and in compliance with this
section. (Gov. Code § 659 15(c)). The agreements shall be in the form provided by the
City which shall contain terms and conditions mandated by, or necessary to implement,
state law and this Article. The Director may designate a qualified administrator or
entity to administer the provisions of this section on behalf of the City. The affordable
housing agreement shall be recorded prior to, or concurrently with, final map
recordation or, where the Qualified Housing Development does not include a map, prior to
issuance of a building permit for any structure on the site. The Director is hereby
authorized to enter into the agreements authorized by this section on behalf of the City
upon approval of the agreements by City Attorney for legal form and sufficiency.

Low or Very Low Income Minimum Affordable Housing Component or Senior Citizen
Housing Development.

(a) The Affordable Housing Developer of a Qualified Housing Development based upon

the inclusion of Low Income and/or Very Low Income Affordable Units must enter
into an agreement with the City to maintain the continued affordability of the
Affordable Units for 55 years, or a longer period if required by the construction or
mortgage financing assistance program, mortgage insurance program, or rental
subsidy program, as follows (Gov. Code § 65915(c)(1)). The agreement shall
establish specific compliance standards and specific remedies available to the City if
such compliance standards are not met. The agreement shall among other things,
specify the number of lower-income affordable units by number of bedrooms;
standards for qualifying household incomes or other qualifying criteria, such as age;
standards for maximum rents or sales prices; the person responsible for certifying
tenant or owner incomes; procedures by which vacancies will be filled and units sold;
required annual report and monitoring fees; restrictions imposed on lower-income
affordable units on sale or transfer; and methods of enforcing such restrictions.
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(b) Rental units. Rents for the Low Income and Very Low Income Affordable Units that
qualified the Housing Development for the Density Bonus pursuant to Section
97.01(c) shall be set and maintained at an Affordable Rent. (Gov. Code § 659

15()(1)).

(c) For-Sale Units. Owner-occupied Low Income and Very Low Income Affordable
Units that qualified the Housing Development for the Density Bonus pursuant to
Section 97.01(c) shall be available at an Affordable Housing Cost. (Gov. Code
§ 65915(c)(1).) For-sale very low, low and moderate units shall not have a term of
affordability but shall be subject to an equity sharing agreement that meets the
requirements of Gov. Code § 65915(c)(2) unless the equity sharing agreement is in
conflict with the requirements of another public funding source or law) (Gov. Code §
65915(c)(2)).

(d) To qualify as a senior unit, at least thirty-five (35) Senior Citizen Housing
Development Units are maintained and available for rent or sale to senior citizens as
defined in Civil Code Section 51.3.

(3)  Moderate Income Minimum Affordable Housing Component.

(a) The Affordable Housing Developer of a Qualified Housing Development based
upon the inclusion of Moderate Income Affordable Units in a Common
Interest Development must enter into an agreement with the City ensuring that:

(1) The initial occupants of the Moderate Income Affordable Units that are
directly related to the receipt of the Density Bonus are persons and families of
a Moderate Income Household.

(2) The units are offered at an Affordable Housing Cost. (Gov. Code §
65915(c)(2)).

(b) The Affordable Housing Developer of Qualified Housing Development based upon a
Moderate Income Minimum Affordable Component shall enter into an equity sharing
agreement for a Common Interest Development with the City. (Gov.
Code § 65915(c)(2)). The City shall enforce the equity sharing agreement unless
it is in conflict with the requirements of another public funding source or- law.
(Gov. Code § 65915(c)(2)). The equity sharing agreement shall include at a
minimum the following provisions:

(1) Upon resale, the seller of the unit shall retain the value of improvements,
the down payment, and the seller’s proportionate share of appreciation. The
City shall recapture any initial subsidy, as defined in subparagraph b., and its
proportionate share of appreciation, as defined in subparagraph c., which
amount shall be used within five (5) years for any of the purposes described
in Health and Safety Code Section 33334.2 (e) that promote home
ownership. (Gov. Code § 65915(c)(2)(A)).

(2) The City’s initial subsidy shall be equal to the fair market value of the unit
at the time of initial sale minus the initial sale price to the Moderate Income
Household, plus the amount of any down payment assistance or mortgage
assistance. If upon resale the market value is lower than the initial market
value, then the value at the time of the resale shall be used as the initial
market value. (Gov. Code § 65915(c)(2)(B)).

(3) The City’s proportionate share of appreciation shall be equal to the ratio of
the City’s initial subsidy to the fair market value of the unit at the time of
initial sale.

Minimum Affordable Housing Component and Child Care Facility. If an additional
Density Bonus or Incentive is granted because a Child Care Facility is included in the
Qualified Housing Development, the affordable housing agreement shall also include the
Affordable Housing Developer’s obligations pursuant to Section 97.01(1)(1)(c) for
maintaining a Child Care Facility, if not otherwise addressed through conditions of
approval.

Sec. 16-410T. Density Bonus or Incentive for Condominium Conversion Projects

(1)

The City will graﬁt either a density bonus or provide other incentives of equivalent

financial value to a Condominium Conversion Project that agrees to pay the reasonably
necessary administrative costs incurred by the City pursuant to this section if either:

(a) thirty-three percent (33%) of the Tétal Units of the proposed condominium
project is affordable to persons and families of Moderate Income Households;
or

(b) fifteen percent (15% of the Total units of the proposed condominium project
will be affordable to persons and families of Low Income Households; and,
in addition. (Gov. Code § 65915.5(a)).

(2) Definition of Density Bonus for Condominium Conversion Projects. If the
requirements of Section 97.01(t)(1) are met, then the Condominium Conversion Project
will be entitled to an increase in units of twenty-five percent (25%) over the number of
apartments, to be provided within the existing structure or structures proposed for
conversion from apartments to condominiums. (Gov. Code § 65915.5(b)).

(3) Pre-Submittal Preliminary Proposals for Density Bonus or Incentive for Condominium
Conversion Projects. Prior to the submittal of a formal request for subdivision map
approval or other application for necessary discretionary approvals, an applicant to
convert apartments to a condominium project may submit to the director a preliminary
proposal for Density Bonus or Other Incentives of Equivalent Financial Value. The
director shall, within 90 days of receipt of a written proposal, notify the applicant of the
director’s preliminary response and schedule a meeting with the applicant to discuss the
proposal and the director’s preliminary response. (Gov. Code § 659 15.5(d)).

(4) Application for Density Bonus or Incentives for Condominium Conversion Projects. An
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applicant must submit a completed application provided by the City for a Density
Bonus or for Other Incentives of Equivalent Financial Value. The application must be
submitted concurrently with the application for the Condominium Conversion
Project. The application must include the following:

(a) All information and documentation necessary to establish that the requirements of
Section 97.01(t)(1) are met;

(b) The proposal for a Density Bonus or the proposal for Other Incentives of Equivalent
Financial Value;

(c) Site plans demonstrating the location of the units to be converted, the Affordable
Units, the Market-rate Units, and the Density Bonus units in the Condominium
Conversion Project; and

(d) Any other information and documentation requested by the City to determine if the
requirements of Section 97.01(t)(1) are met.

(5) Both the application for a Density Bonus or Other Incentives of Equivalent
Financial Value and the application for the condominium conversion must be complete
before the application for a Density Bonus or Other Incentives of Equivalent Financial
Value will be considered.

(6) Granting Density Bonus or Incentive for Condominium Conversion Projects
(a) Approval

1) If the requirements of Section 97.01(t)(1) are met, the decision-
making body for the Condominium Conversion Project application is
authorized to grant an application for a Density Bonus or Other
Incentives of Equivalent Financial Value, subject to Section
97.01(t)(6)(b).

2) Reasonable conditions may be placed on the granting of a Density Bonus or
Other Incentives of Equivalent Financial Value that are found
appropriate, including, but not limited to, entering into an affordable
housing agreement pursuant to Section 97.01(s) which ensures continued
affordability of units to subsequent purchasers who are persons and
families of Moderate Income Households or Low Income Households.
(Gov. Code § 659 15.5(a)).

(b) Ineligibility. An applicant shall be ineligible for a Density Bonus or Other
Incentives of Equivalent Financial Value if the apartments proposed for
conversion constitute a Qualified Housing Development for which a Density
Bonus as defined in Section 97.01(b) or other Incentives were provided. (Gov.
Code § 65915.5(1)).

(c) Decision on Condominium Conversion Project. Nothing in this section shall
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be construed to require the City to approve a proposal to convert
apartments to condominiums. (Gov. Code § 65915.5(e))

Sec. 97.01(u). Enforcement Provisions

(1) Occupancy. Prior to occupancy of an Affordable Unit, the household's eligibility for
occupancy of the Affordable Unit must be demonstrated to the City. This provision
applies throughout the restricted time periods pursuant to Section 97.01(s) and applies to
any change in ownership or tenancy, including subletting, of the Affordable Unit.

(2) Ongoing Compliance. Upon request, the Affordable Housing Developer must show that
the Affordable Units are continually in compliance with this Section and the terms of the
Affordable Housing Agreement. Upon 30-day notice, the City may perform an audit to
determine compliance with this Section and the terms of any agreement or restriction.

(3) Enforcement. The City has the authority to enforce the provisions of this Section, the
terms of Affordable Housing Agreements and Equity Sharing Agreements, deed
restrictions, covenants, resale restrictions, promissory notes, deed of trust, conditions of
approval, permit conditions, and any other requirements placed on the Affordable Units
or the approval of the Qualified Housing Development. In addition to the enforcement
powers granted in this Section, the City may, at its discretion, take any other
enforcement action permitted by law, including those authorized by City ordinances.
Such enforcement actions may include, but are not limited to, a civil action for specific
performance of the restrictions and agreement(s), damages for breach of contract,
restitution, and injunctive relief. The remedies provided for herein shall be cumulative
and not exclusive and shall not preclude the City from seeking any other remedy or relief
to which it otherwise would be entitled under law or equity.

Seec. 97.01(v). Burden is On Applicant

When an applicant seeks a density bonus for a development or for donation of land, the applicant
bears the burden of establishing that the Housing Development meets such requirements.

Part 3. Severability. If any provision(s) of this ordinance or the application thereof to any
person or circumstances is held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent

jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect any other provision or
application, and to this end, the provisions of this ordinance are declared to be severable. The
City Council hereby declares that it would have adopted this ordinance and each section,
subsection, sentence, clause, phrase, part or portion thereof, even though any one or more
sections, subsections, clauses, phrases, parts or portions thereof was declared invalid or
unconstitutional.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEEDLES, CALIFORNIA, AMENDNG
NEEDLES MUNICIPAL CODE (NMC) ARTICLE IV SECTION 94 ADDING “REASONABLE
ACCOMMODATION FOR PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES”

WHEREAS, it is the intent of the City to implement federal and state housing laws and the policies and
programs contained in the City of Needles’ General Plan, including the Housing Element; and

WHEREAS, State Housing Element law (GC 65583(c)(3) and (5)) requires that cities remove
governmental constraints to the development of housing and promote housing opportunities for
persons with disabilities; and

WHEREAS, Federal and State fair housing laws, including the Federal Fair Housing Amendments
Act of 1988, and the California Fair Employment and Housing Act, prohibit discrimination against
individuals with disabilities and provide equal opportunity to use and enjoy a dwelling.

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was published
in the Needles Desert Star on Wednesday, June 12, 2019 and the San Bernardino Sun on Sunday, June

9, 2019; and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 2019, the Needles Planning Commission held a duly noticed and

PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

Amend Article IV Section 94 as follows:

(e) Reasonable Accommodation for Residential Uses. A request for
reasonable accommodation can be made by any individual with a
disability, his or her representative, or a developer or provider of
housing for an individual with a disability, when the application of
a land use or zoning regulation, or land use, zoning, or building
policy, practice or procedure acts as a barrier to fair housing.

Reasonable Accommodation: A modification in the
application of land use or zoning regulations or in the
application of land use, zoning, or building policies,
procedures, or practices when necessary to eliminate
barriers to housing opportunities; which does not impose
undue financial or administrative burdens on the City or
require a fundamental or substantial alteration of the
City’s regulations, policies, procedures or practices.

(2) Submittal requirements for reasonable accommodations.

Each application for a Reasonable Accommodation shall be
accompanied by the site plan information required by Article IV
Section 94 (e) (2) (a) through (n).

Site plans shall be drawn to scale of an adequate size and
shall indicate clearly and with full dimensions the following
data where applicable:

(a) Exterior boundary lines of the property indicating
easements, dimensions and lot size. '

(b) A1l adjacent streets or rights-of-way, including





bicycle and/or hiking trails.

(c) Location, elevations, size, height, dimensions,
materials, colors, and proposed use of all buildings
and structures (including walls, fences, signs,
lighting and hooding devices) existing and intended
to remain on the sgite. '

(d) Setback information for all buildings existing and
proposed at the site.

(e) Distances between all structures and between all
property lines or easements and structures.

(f) Any nearby buildings which are relevant to this
application.

(g) Any existing significant natural features such as
rock outcroppings, highly protected trees, creeks,
knolls and ridgelines.

(h) Location, number of spaces, and dimensions of off-
street parking spaces, loading docks, and maneuvering
areas; indicate internal circulation.

(h) Pedestrian, vehicular and service points of ingress
and egress; driveway widths, and distances between
driveways.

(1) Proposed landscaping; include quantity, location,
varieties and container size.

(j) Proposed grading plan (for sites having over five (5)
foot grade differential), showing existing and proposed
contours, and the direction and path of drainage on,
through and off the site; indicate any proposed drainage
channels or facilities.

(k) Required and existing street dedications and improvements
such as sidewalks, curbing and pavement. Indicate widths,
radii of curves, street grades and whether streets are
public or private.

(1) Other such data as may be required to permit the Planning
Commission or the Zoning Administrator, as the case may
be, to make the required findings for approval of the
specific type of application.

(m) Scale shown as "Scale: 1 inch =feet" and north
arrow.





(n) Vicinity map indicating nearby cross streets in
relation to site (need not be to scale).

(o) Whether the proposed site is in a FEMA flood
plain

(3) Reasonable Accommodation applications. The purpose of
granting an application for Reasonable Accommodation is to
provide an individual with a disability, his or her
representative, or a developer or provider of housing for an
individual with a disability, a modification with respect to
the application of land use, or zoning regulations, and in the
application of land use, zoning, or building policies,
practices or procedures when those regulations, policies and
procedures act as a barrier to fair housing.

An application for Reasonable Accommodation may be filed with
the Planmning Department as provided in Article IV Section
94 (e) (3) . The application shall be accompanied by the
following information:

(a) The name, address and telephone number of the
applicant;

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the
owner of the property for which the reasonable
accommodation request is being made;

(¢) The current use of the property for which the
reasonable accommodation request is being made;

(d) If the applicant is someone other than the property
owner, a letter of agency or authorization signed by
the property owner consenting to the application
being made;

(e) .-The basis for the claim that the individual to be
reasonably accommodated is an Individual with a
Disability under the Fair Housing Laws;

(£) The land use or zoning regulation, or land use,
zoning, or building policy, practice or
procedure for which reasonable accommodation
is being requested;

(g) The type of accommodation sought;

(h) The reason(s) why the accommodation is necessary
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for the needs of the disabled person. Where
appropriate, include a summary of any potential
means and alternatives congidered in evaluating the
need for the accommodation;

(i) Copiesg of memoranda, correspondence, pictures, plans
or background information reasonably necessary to
reach a decision regarding the need for the
accommodation;

(j) Other supportive information deemed necessary
by the department to facilitate proper
consideration of the request, consistent with
fair housing laws.

(k) Completion of a CEQA Checklist if proposed
site is vacant land

(1) There is no fee imposed on the filing or
processing of the application for
Reasonable Accommodation.

(4) Findings. The reviewing authority shall approve the
application, with or without conditions, unless it determines
on the basis of substantial evidence that one or more of the
following findings cannot be made:

(a) The accommodation is requested by or on behalf of
an individual with a disability protected under
the fair housing laws.

(b) The housing, which is subject to the requested
accommodation, will be used by an individual with a
disability protected under fair housing laws.

(¢) The requested accommodation is necessary to provide
an individual with a disability an equal opportunity
to use and enjoy a dwelling.

(d) The requested accommodation will not impose an undue
financial or administrative burden on the City.

(e) The requested accommodation would not require a
fundamental alteration in the nature of a City program
or law, including land use and zoning.

(5) Other Discretionary approvals. If the project requires
other discretionary approval (such as a Conditional Use Permit or
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Variance) independent of the reasonable accommodation request, then
the reasonable accommodation application will be decided prior to the
other applications. Such decisions shall not to be reconsidered as
part of the subsequent approvals, but shall be regarded as
independent entitlements.

(6)

Decisions. The Zoning Administrator shall, within 30 days of
determining the application complete, approve, approve with
conditions, or deny the application based on the findings set
forth in Article IV Section 94 (e) (4), and may impose such
conditions as it deems necessary to ensure the accommodation
will comply with the findings required in Article IV Section

94 (e) (4) and fair housing laws. As part of consideration of a
request for a reasonable accommodation related to
construction of new dwelling or dwellings, the Zoning
Administrator may consult with the Design Review Committee
regarding the requested accommodation and any options that may
result in a reasonable accommodation. While any request for
reasonable accommodation is pending, all laws and regulations
otherwise applicable to the property that is the subject of the
request shall remain in full force and effect.

Appeals. The decision of the Zoning Administrator may be
appealed in accordance with Article XVIII “Enforcement and
Review” Appeals are subject to payment of the fee imposed on
appeals in the City's Master Fee Schedule.

(8) Non-conforming Status. All improvements constructed under the

auspices of this chapter shall be removed upon the vacation of
the unit by the person to whom the reasonable accommodation was
granted unless the Development Department Director, Zoning
Administrator, Building Official, or other discretionary
reviewing authority, as applicable, makes a determination as
follows:

(a) The unit has been reoccupied by a qualified person or such
improvements provide benefit for future occupancy by a
qualified person; or

(b) The removal of the improvement is not readily
achievable without making significant structural changes
that would impact the safety and soundness of the
structure, as determined solely by the Building Official,
or such costs of removal equal or exceed 25 percent of
the market value of the structure.

Confidentiality. Medical information provided to the City
related to the person for whom a reasonable accommodation is
being requested shall be retained in a manner so as to respect
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10)

the privacy rights of the applicant to the extent feasible,
shall be kept confidential and shall not be made available
to the public, pursuant to state and federal law.

Urgent, Temporary and Unforeseen Need. Upon receipt of the
application required by Article IV Section 94 (e) (3), and
without the right of appeal provided by Article IV Section

94 (e) (7), upon a showing of an urgent, temporary and
unforeseen need made by or on behalf of an Individual with a
Disability, the Zoning Administrator shall approve as a
Temporary Reasonable Accommodation temporary ramps and
temporary and easily remediated alterations to a building that
are not designed or intended nor allowed to remain for more
than 90 days following such approval during a period of
temporary disability (90 days maximum) or during a period
during which an application for Reasonable Accommodation has
been made and has not been acted upon with finality. Any
approved Temporary Reasonable Accommodation shall be removed
within the period of time established for such removal by the
Zoning Administrator at the time of approval.

A
covered and secured area for bicycle parking shall be provided for
use by staff and clients, commensurate with demonstrated need,
but no less than a minimum of eight (8) bike parking spaces.

(c)  Exterior lighting shall be provided for security purposes. The lighting
shall be stationary, directed away from adjacent properties and public
right-of- way, and of an intensity compatible with the neighborhood.

(d)  Security shall be provided for residents, visitors and employees during
the hours that the emergency shelter is in operation.

(e) On-site management shall be provided. The agency or
organization operating the shelter shall comply with the foliowing

requirements:

(1) Temporary shelters shall be available to residents for no
more than six (6) months within a twelve (12) month period.
The days of stay need not be consecutive.

(2)  Staff and services shall be provided to assist residents
to obtain permanent shelter and income.





(3) The provider shall have a written management plan
including, as applicable, provisions for staff training,
neighborhood outreach, security, screening of residents to
insure compatibility with services provided at the facility,
and for training, counseling and treatment programs for
residents.

(k) An emergency shelter shall not be located within three hundred (300) feet
of another emergency shelter, kindergarten through 12t grade
curriculum  school, child care center, or park as measured from the
closest property line.

WHEREAS, Shawn Illingsworth, representative for Fluid Holding LLC, submitted an
application requesting a General Plan Amendment from a Residential Medium Density (RM)
designation to a Highway Commercial (CH) designation for the parcel located at 3353 Needles
Highway also known as APN 0660-101-32.

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65860 requires that the General Plan designation and
Zoning Code are consistent; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles Planning Commission meeting was
published in the Needles Desert Star on June 12, 2019 and notices were sent to property owners within
a 300 foot radius of the subject property specifying the date, time and location of the public hearing;
and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 2019, the Needles Planning Commission held a duly noticed and
advertised public hearing to receive oral and written testimony relative to the General Plan
Amendment (GPA); and

WHEREAS, on June 19, 2019 the Needles Planning Commission approved RESOLUTION
06-19-2019 PC, recommending City Council approval of a General Plan Amendment and

WHEREAS, a public hearing notice for the Needles City Council meeting was published in
the Needles Desert Star 10 days prior to said meeting, and notices were sent to property owners within
a 300-foot radius of the subject property specifying the date, time and location of the public hearing for
a General Plan Amendment; and

WHEREAS, the matter was scheduled for a public hearing at the July 9, 2019 City Council
meeting; and ‘

WHEREAS, on July 9, 2019, the Needles City Council held a duly noticed and advertised
public hearing to receive oral and written testimony for a General Plan Amendment; and

WHEREAS, Section 116.00(d) of the Needles City Code describes the findings required to
approve a General Plan Amendment; and

WHEREAS, California Government Code Section 65860 describes the findings required to
approve a General Plan Amendment; and

WHEREAS, the Needles City Council has sufficiently considered all testimony and any
documentary evidence presented to them in order to make the following determination.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Needles as
follows:

SECTION 1. Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), the attached Initial
Study (IS)/Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) was prepared to analyze the potential
environmental effects of the project. An Initial Study was required for the following reasons:

1) the project site was not considered to be infill due to its location;

2) the site is relatively undisturbed and was therefore subject to an analysis of biological and
cultural resources.

Based on the findings contained in that Initial Study, City Staff determined that, with the
implementation of mitigation measures, there would be no substantial evidence that the project would

have a significant effect on the environment.

Based on that determination, the IS/MND and Notice of Intent (NOI) to Adopt a MND was prepared
and posted on the City’s website and circulated to responsible agencies for a 30-day public review and
comment period starting on April 29, 2019.

A Mitigation Monitoring Program (MMP) has also been prepared to ensure implementation of the
mitigation measures for the project.

The public review period for comments on the proposed adoption of the MND closed on May 29,
2019. Comments were received from the California Department of Food and Agricultural (CDFA) and
California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW). Responses these comments are responded to in
Appendix H of the Final MND. Changes, including those that reflect changes due to the comments
received, that were made to the Draft MND are shown in the Final MND in track changes. These
changes do not constitute new significant information that would require the revision and recirculation

of the MND.

Pursuant to AB 52, the City completed the tribal consultation process for the proposed project.
Consultation consisted of sending out letters to tribes that had previously requested consultation.
Letters were sent to five tribes and only the 29 Palms Band of Mission Indians provided a response
stating that they currently had no concerns but requested that a Tribal monitor be present at each site
while any type of excavation activity is occurring.

SECTION 2. The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES, with reports and
findings in compliance with Chapter 3, Subsection 65860 of the California Government Code and of
evaluation of goals and policies contained in the General Plan that facts do exist to approve a General

Plan Amendment.

1. That the amendment or plan is consistent with the intent of the goals and policies of the
General Plan as a whole, and is not inconsistent with any element thereof;

FINDING: The proposed General Plan Amendment from a Residential Medium
Density (RM) designation to a Highway Commercial (CH) designation would be consistent
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with the elements, goals and policies of the General Plan related to Highway Commercial
uses.

This because the subject parcel with a current RM designation would permit uses (i.e.,
residential development) that would otherwise not be permitted under the subject parcel’s
current Zoning designation Highway Commercial (C-3). Furthermore, over the span of
several decades, the City has processed and approved more Zone Change applications than
General Plan Amendments for the same amount of area throughout the City. The purpose
of this was mainly intended for, 1) attracting development and, 2) expediting the process of
development permits. As a result of this process, the area bounded by Park Road, Needles
Highway and Interstate 40 (including the subject parcel), which totals roughly 451 acres has
a number of sites where there’s an inconsistency between the General Plan land use (RM)
and the current Zoning designation (C-3). A proposed General Plan Amendment for any
parcel in this area in proposing a similar land use designation in matching with the area’s
current zoning designation, will eventually return to a consistency pattern between General
Plan land use and Zoning. Therefore, the proposed General Plan Amendment would not be
inconsistent with the intent of the goals and policies of the General Plan as a whole, or with
individual elements.

2. That the amendment or plan is necessary to prescribe reasonable controls and standards
for affected land uses to ensure compatibility and integrity of those uses with other
established uses.

FINDING: The proposed General Plan Amendment is necessary as the subject parcel’s
current designated land use (RM) conflicts with its current zoning designation (C-3). The
proposed General Plan Amendment would eliminate this conflict by providing matching
permissible land uses found in the C-3 Zoning designation.

Furthermore, and hypothetically, if the Applicant were to instead propose a Zone Change to
a residential designation (i.e., RM), the end result would be consistent between General
Plan and Zoning designation, however would create an island of spot zoning in the entire
451 acre area of land as discussed in Finding A as the rest of the area is zoned for
commercial uses. Therefore, the proposed General Plan Amendment is necessary in order
to prescribe reasonable controls and standards for its affected land use.

3. That the amendment or plan is necessary to provide reasonable property development rights
while protecting environmentally sensitive land uses and species;

FINDING: The proposed GPA, is necessary in order to provide reasonable property
development rights in a commercial zone. As discussed in Finding B, the subject parcel
would be restricted to commercial development under its current C-3 zoning designation
and does not permit residential development even though with a current RM designated
land use.

SECTION 3. The City Council HEREBY FINDS AND DETERMINES that facts do exist
to approve ORDINANCE 623-AC.
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SECTION 4. The City Council HEREBY APPROVES ORDNANCE 623-AC, approving
a General Plan Amendment from a Residential Medium Density (RM) designation to a Highway
Commercial (CH) designation for the parcel located at 3353 Needles Highway also Known as APN
0660-101-32.

Appropriations Limit

California Revenue and Taxation Code section 2227 requires the Department of Finance to
transmit an estimate of the percentage change in population to local governments. Each local
jurisdiction must use their percentage change in population factor for January 1, 2019, in
conjunction with a change in the cost of living, or price factor, to calculate their appropriations limit
for fiscal year 2019-20. Attachment A provides the change in California’s per capita personal
income and an example for utilizing the price factor and population percentage change factor to
calculate the 2019-20 appropriations limit. Attachment B provides the city and unincorporated
county population percentage change. Attachment C provides the population percentage change
for counties and their summed incorporated areas. The population percentage change data
excludes federal and state institutionalized populations and military populations.

Population Percent Change for Special Districts

Some special districts must establish an annual appropriations limit. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 2228 provides additional information regarding the appropriations limit.
Article X1l B, section 9(C) of the California Constitution exempts certain special districts from the
appropriations limit calculation mandate. The code section and the California Constitution can be
accessed at the following website: http://leginfo.legislature.ca.gov/faces/codes.xhtml.

Special districts required by law to calculate their appropriations limit must present the calculation
as part of their annual audit. Any questions special districts have on this requirement should be
directed to their county, district legal counsel, or the law itself. No state agency reviews the local
appropriations limits.

Population Certification

The population certification program applies only to cities and counties. California Revenue and
Taxation Code section 11005.6 mandates Finance to automatically certify any population
estimate that exceeds the current certified population with the State Controller's Office. Finance
will certify the higher estimate to the State Controller by June 1, 2019.

Background: For the FY 20 budget, Council approved part-time MCW | positions in both
the Parks, Building & Grounds and Cemetery departments. It has been an
ongoing difficulty to retain part-time MCW | employees.

How did this ballot measure impact daylight saving time in California?

Proposition 7 allowed the California State Legisiature to change the dates and times of the daylight saving time (DST) period, as
consistent with federal law, by a two-thirds vote. Proposition 7 also allowed the legistature to establish permanent, vear-round DST by a
two-thirds vote if the fedsral Uniform Time Act is changed to allow for permanent DT

Ag of 2018, the federal Uniform Time Act alfowed states to adopt ane of two options: (a) adopt DST between the second Sunday of
March or the first Sunday of November or (b) remain on standard time all year. In 2016, the California State Legislature asked the
President and Congress to pass an act that would allow California to adopt year-round DST.2 In March 2018, Florida also asked the
federal government to allow the state to enact year-round DST.

To enact Proposition 7, Proposition 12 (1949}, a baliot initiative that established DST in California, neaded to be repealed. In California,
a ballot initiative cannot be repealed without the consent of voters. Therefore, the state legislature could not take action uniess voters
approved Proposition 7.1

Had the United States ever used permanent DET?

California, and the entire United States, had permaneni DST between 1942 and 1945. President Franklin D. Roosevelt labeled
permanent DST as War Time because the change was intended to save enargy during World War 1} According to Time, farmers were
some of the strongest opponents of permanent DST. U.S. Rep. James Wadsworth (R-N.Y.}, a critic of permanent DST, said, “Your net
gain s fatigue for the farmer."™ In 1973, President Richard Nixon signed legistation to enact permanent DST for a period of 16 months
as a response to an OPEC-backed oil embargo.

Changes to DST in the U.S. and California

Before the adoption of standard time zones in the United States, cities, towns, and communities set their own local times based on the
sun’s position. In 1883, railroad companies adopted a system of standard time to synchronize movement and trade across the
nation.?51281 The U.S. adopted an official system of standard time in 1918.[27]

1918-1919

In 1918, Congress passed the Standard Time Act. President Woodrow Wilson signed the act into law on March 19, 1918, The Standard
Time Act included a provision mandating daylight saving time (DST) between the last Sunday in March and the last Sunday in October
(about seven months).128

Congress repealed the provision mandating DST on August 20, 1919. The American Federation of Labor (AFL) wanted the federal
government to keep DST, whereas the National Grange, an agricultural organization, wanted the federal government to repeal DST,
The New York World described the conflict as “a contest between rural and city workers.” President Wilson vetoed the repeal
legislation, saying, "I believe that the repeal of the act would involve a serious economic loss." However, Congress was able to override





his veto 223-101 in the House and 57-19 in the Senate. U.3. Sen. William Calder (R-M.Y.), an advocate for DST, expressed
disappointment, predicting that "daylight saving is through forever.” He added, " doubt whether any Congress will ever pass it
again. 28!

1920-1941

Beginning in 1920, DST was a stale or local option, with some states and cities choosing to adopt DST 29

California Proposition 7 (1930)

In 1930, proponents of DST collected signatures for a ballot initiative to enaet DST in California. The ballot initiative appeared on the
baliot on November 4, 1930, as Proposition 7. Voters rejected the ballot intiative, which would have sstablishad DST between the last
Sunday in April and the last Sunday in September 2%

The Los Angeles Examiner endorsed the ballot initiative, saying that Proposition 7 provided "the opportunity to tell the world to come to
sunny California, where the sun starts the clocks and where the clocks are not set to set back the sun." The Los Angeles Times' took
the opposing position, stating that Proposition 7 would lead to confusion and upset the state's agricultural interests.[291

California Proposition 5 (1940)

The issue of DST was again brought before voters in 1940. The ballot initiative appeared on the general election ballot as Proposition
5. Voters rejected the ballot initiative. 21

Allyn Suffens, an official with the California Daylight Saving League, said, “The famed California sunshine is thus fully available only o
the leisured few. Daylight Saving would give a fair share of it to the persons whose birthright it is: the working population of the state;
the citizens; the taxpayers.” Opponents, including state Federation of Labor and Agricultural Council of California, co-wrote a statement
opposing DST, which said, “There is no such thing as "Daylight Saving.” There are only 24 hours each day, and to say that you can add
an hour is absurd. ... There is no “Daylight Saving® law west of the Mississippi, B!

1942-1945

On January 20, 1942, Franklin D. Roosevelt signed legisiation to enact permanent DST in the United States. The legislation required
that permanent DST cease six months after the end of World War Il President Roosevelt explained his support for DST during WWIL,
saying, "The Government agencies primarily interested in the fullest use of electricity for national defense have advised me that there is
an immediate need for the exiension of this daylight saving time. 2%

Congress did not wait until DST creased under the law, however. Instead, Congress passed a bill 1o terminate DST three weeks after
the war ended. Prasident Harry Truman signed the bill on September 25, 1945, and DST was terminated on September 30, 1945129

1946-1965

Following the end of War Time, states, counties, and municipalities were again aflowed to decide whether to implement DST. This
created a patchwork of time standards between states, as well as within states 29

In 1964, DST was used in 15 states and in parts of an additional 16 states. The states that did use DST had varying start and end
dates. According to David Prerau, author of Seize the Daylight, DST began between April 24 and June 7 and ended between August 29
and October 31, depending on the location.!29!

California Proposition 12 (1949)

in 1949, Californians voted on a ballot initiative to adopt DST for the third time. On the ballot as Proposition 12, voters approved the
ballot initiative, which set DST between the fast Sunday in April and the last Sunday in September B2

California Proposition 6 (1962)

Voters approved Proposition 6, a legislative referral, in 1982, Proposition 6 extended the period of DST in California. Under Proposition
&, DST lasted from the last Sunday in April and the last Sunday in October. 33

1966-1985

On April 13, 1866, President Lyndon B. Johnson signed the Uniform Time Act of 1966. The Senate passed the bill in a voice vote, and
the House voted 281-91 (o pass the bill. The Uniform Time Act of 1966 provided states with two options:29]

= observe DST for a period between the last Sunday of April and the last Sunday of October
= operate on standard time throughout the entire state all year

Arizona passed a law in 1967 to provide that the state would operate on standard time. Legislators voted to exempt the state so that
surnmer daylight hours would end earlier in the desert state where average summertime temperatures exceeded 100°F. Indiana,
Hawaii, and Michigan also selected to operate on standard time. Michigan adopted DST in 1872 and Indiana adopted DST in 2005,
leaving Arizona and Hawaii as the states without DST as of 2018.12%

Emergency Daylight Saving Time Act (1974)

In 1973, as a response to the U.S. providing Israel with supplies during the Yom Kippur War, the Organization of the Petroleum
Exporting Countries (OPEC) launched a complete embargo on oil exports to the United States. President Richard Nixon described the
erbargo as "the most acute shortage of energy since World War I1." He asked Congress to pass a bill for a permanent, year-round
D8T for. On December 15, 1972, President Nixon signed the Emergency Daylight Saving Time Act, which began on January 8, 1974





Congress amended the act in October 1974 to replace permanent DST with an extended DST, which would return the states to standed
time between the beginning of November and the end of February. In April 1975, the Emergency Daylight Saving Time Act expired and
the nation returned to the provisions of the Uniform Time Act of 1966.129)

1986-2006

In 1986, Congress passed the Federal Fire Prevention and Control Appropriations Bill, which included a provision to extend DST.
Instead of running from the last Sunday of April through the last Sunday of October, DST was scheduled to run from the first Sunday of
April through the last Sunday of October. President Ronald Reagan signed the bill into law on July 8, 1986.(2°

2007-2018

In 2005, U.S. Reps. Fred Upton (R-Mich.) and Edward Markey (D-Mass.) introduced an amendment to the Energy Policy Act of 2005,
which was designed to start DST on the second Sunday of March and end DST on the first Sunday of November. On August 8, 2005,
President George W. Bush signed the act into law.*! The extended DST began in 2007.134

Path to the ballot

The California State Legislature's bill for this proposed measure is Assembly Bill 807 (AB 807). AB 807 would repeal Proposition 12,
also known as the Daylight Saving Time Act, which voters passed in 1949. The state legislature is required to submit changes to ballot
initiativ?ﬁ to voters for approval or rejection. As AB 807 would repeal Proposition 12, the bill requires a public vote as a referred
statute.

On February 15, 2017, AB 807 was introduced into the state legislature. Rep. Kansen Chu (D-25) and Rep. Lorena Gonzalez Fletcher
(D-80) sponsored AB 807.

The California State Assembly approved the bill 92 to 9, with nine members not voting, on June 1, 2017. The Senate Energy, Utilities,
and Communications Committee voted 8 to 1, with two members not voting, to amend AB 807 on July 10, 2017. The amendment to AB
807 changc}ad the legislative explanation in the introduction of the bill. The bill was moved to the legislature's inactive file on September
14, 2017.

On May 25, 2018, AB 807 was ordered out of the inactive file and ordered to the floor of the state Senate. On June 14, 2018, the state
Senate voted 26 to nine, with four members absent, to approve AB 807.!"!

The California State Assembly concurred with the state Senate's changes to AB 807 on June 21, 2018. The vote was 68 to six with six
members not voting.l"]

On June 28, 2018, Gov. Jerry Brown (D) signed AB 807, certifying the measure for the election on November 6, 20181351

RESOLUTION 2019-55

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF NEEDLES SUPPORTING THE
REDUCING CRIME AND KEEPING CALIFORNIA SAFE ACT OF 2020

WHEREAS, protecting every person in our state, including our most vulnerable
children, from violent crime is of the utmost importance. Murderers, rapists, child molesters
and other violent criminals should not be released early from prison; and

WHEREAS, since 2014, California has had a larger increase in violent crime than the
rest of the United States. Since 2013, violent crime in Los Angeles has increased 69.5%.
Violent crime in Sacramento rose faster during the first six months of 2015 than in any of the 25
largest U.S. cities tracked by the FBI; and

WHEREAS, The FBI Preliminary Semiannual Uniform Crime Report for 2017, which
tracks crimes committed during the first six months of the past year in U. S. cities with populations
over 100,000, indicates that last year violent crime increased again in most of California’s largest
cities.

WHEREAS, recent changes to parole laws allowed the early release of dangerous
criminals by the law's failure to define certain crimes as "violent." These changes allowed
individuals convicted of sex trafficking of children, rape of an unconscious person, felony
assault with a deadly weapon, battery on a police officer or firefighter, and felony domestic
violence to be considered "nonviolent offenders."; and

WHEREAS, as a result, these so-called "non-violent" offenders are eligible for early
release from prison after serving only a fraction of the sentence ordered by a judge; and

WHEREAS, violent offenders are also being allowed to remain free in our communities
even when they commit new crimes and violate the terms of their post release community
supervision, like the gang member charged with the murder of Whittier Police Officer, Keith
Boyer; and

WHEREAS, this measure reforms the law so felons who violate the terms of their
release can be brought back to court and held accountable for such violations; and

WHEREAS, nothing in this act is intended to create additional "strike" offenses which
would increase the state prison population, nor is it intended to affect the ability of the
California Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation to award educational and merit
credits; and '

WHEREAS, recent changes to California law allow individuals who steal repeatedly
to face few consequences, regardiess of their criminal record or how many times they
steal; and

WHEREAS, as a result, between 2014 and 20186, California had the 2nd highest
increase in theft and property crimes in the United States, while most states have seen a steady
decline. According to the California Department of Justice, the value of property stolen in 2015
was $2.5 billion with an increase of 13 percent since 2014, the largest single-year increase in at
least ten years; and

WHEREAS, grocery store operators around the state have seen unprecedented
increases in the amount of losses associated with shoplifting in their stores, with some
reporting up to 150% increases in these losses from 2012 to present, with the largest jumps
occurring since 2014; and





WHEREAS, shopliiting incidents have started to escalate in such a manner that have
endangered innocent customers and employees; and

WHEREAS, individuals who repeatedly steal often do so to support their drug habit.
Recent changes to California law have reduced judges' ability to order individuals convicted of
repeated theft crimes into effective drug treatment programs; and

WHEREAS, California needs stronger laws for those who are repeatedly convicted of
theft related crimes, which will encourage those who repeatedly steal to support their drug
problem to enter into existing drug treatment programs. This measure enacts such reforms; and

WHEREAS, collecting DNA from criminals is essential to solving violent crimes. Over
450 violent crimes including murder, rape and robbery have gone unsolved because DNA is
being collected from fewer criminals; and

WHEREAS, DNA collected in 2015 from a convicted child molester solved the rape-
murders of two six-year-old boys that occurred three decades ago in Los Angeles County. DNA
collected in 2016 from an individual caught driving a stolen car solved the 2012 San Francisco
Bay Area rape/murder of an 83-year-old woman; and

WHEREAS, recent changes to California law unintentionally eliminated DNA
collection for theft and drug crimes. This measure restores DNA collection from persons
convicted for such offenses; and

WHEREAS, permitting collection of more DNA samples will help identify suspects,
clear the innocent and free the wrongly convicted, and

WHEREAS, this measure does not affect existing legal safeguards that protect the
privacy of individuals by allowing for the removal of their DNA profile if they are not
charged with a crime, are acquitted or are found innocent.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Needles
hereby supports the Reducing Crime and Keeping California Safe Act of 2020.

Background: Applicant, Alan Reich, owner of Needles Marina Resort, submitted an
application for a Conditional Use Permit for a Commercial Boat and RV Storage facility utilizing steel
buildings, located inside the Park, at 100 Marina Dr. The project is proposed to be constructed in two
phases, with phase one construction comprised of two steel buildings and 56 rental units; and phase
two construction comprised of three steel buildings and 64 rental units.

FINDING: Fencing and lighting at the project site are included as conditions of
approval to ensure appropriate health and safety measures are part of the
project.

B. The development will not substantially injure the value of adjoining or abutting
properties.

FINDING: The project is proposed in the CRR “Commercial Resort Residential”
Zone, inside of an existing mobile home/RV park, with fencing, landscaping and an
exterior building architectural treatment to enhance the project area.

C. The development is in harmony with the area in which it is located.

FINDING: The project is located inside an existing mobile home/RV park,
surrounded by similar type resort-related businesses, including a golf course,
restaurant, city park, etc.

D. The development is in general conformity with the Needles General Plan.

FINDING: The proposed project comprised of storage of boats and RV’s, are uses
common to the General Plan Commercial Resort (CR) designation and are found to
be in conformance with the Needles General Plan.

SECTION 3. The City Council HEREBY APPROVES Resolution 2019-48
approving a Conditional Use Permit for a two-phase commercial boat and RV storage
facility, utilizing steel buildings, within Needles Marina Resort, in the CRR “Commercial

2. Project to be done in phases, with phase 1 comprised of two buildings totaling 44,800
square feet and 56 rental units. Phase 2 will include three buildings totaling 37,520 sq. ft.
and 64 units. Upon completion of phase 1, phase 2 will begin the construction process.

3. Applicant must comply with the recommendations of the San Bernardino County Fire
Department prior to issuance of any building permits. All development pursuant to this
permit must be kept in full compliance with the County Fire Code to the satisfaction of the
County Fire Dept.

4. Access roads must be paved with an all weather surface with a width of 26 ft. for two-way
traffic or 20 ft. for one way traffic.

5. Applicant must use asphalt or concrete for driving and parking surfaces per City standards.

6. Lighting on property must be a maximum 30°down lighting, in a manner that doesn’t
interfere with visibility or the enjoyment of their property, and motion sensors should be
used wherever practical, to lessen interference with the enjoyment of the night sky.

7. No outdoor storage of any type is allowed.

8. Applicant to provide 25% architectural enhancement to all building sides visible from N.
Bridge Road prior to issuance of certificate of occupancy. At all times the building shall be

maintained with appropriate paint or exterior treatment.

9. Applicant to provide chain link fence with slats and/or landscape along N. Bridge
Road/Marina Dr. All fencing to be installed prior to issuance of certificate of occupancy.

10. Dumpsters shall be in an enclosed area; not to be seen by public view, and they should be
located in several areas of the project.





11. Applicant shall submit to city staff for approval a business license application before the
opening and initial start of business.

12. Any violation of these conditions can automatically result in cancellation of this
Conditional Use Permit.

Title: Resolution 2019 - 51 California Energy Commission Residential
Photovoltaic Determination

Background: The California Energy Commission (CEC) updated the State’s 2019 Title
24, Part 6, Building Energy Efficiency Standards (“Standards”). The latest update to the
Standards takes effect in 2020. The Standards are designed to reduce wasteful and
unnecessary energy consumption in both new and existing buildings.

In particular, section 150.1(c)14 of the Standards now requires the installation of solar
photovoltaics (PV) for all new multifamily homes under three stories and all new single
family homes, among other buildings. Rooftop solar can potentially create a cost shift
from solar customers to non-solar customers, because those with solar pay lower
electricity bills and thus pay less to maintain the grid. Section 150.1(c)14 does not relate
to existing buildings.

Section 10-109(k) of the administrative regulations associated with the Standards
provides for a process whereby the CEC can determine that the solar PV requirements
are not cost-effective and should not apply within a service area. While referred to as a
cost-effectiveness “determination,” this effectively is an exemption from the residential
solar PV requirement. Obtaining such an exemption would still allow anyone within
Needles service area to add solar PV to new or existing buildings at their discretion but
would not require solar PV for the new residential buildings noted above.

In April 2019, the City of Needles and Braun Blaising Smith Wynne, P.C. began
discussions with the CEC to determine if the City would be eligible for this cost-
effectiveness determination.

The City provided the following documents/information to the CEC to support their
analysis of costs in the Needles service area:
e Needles’ population, median household income statistics and location
e Current and historical electrical rates — this illustrates the low electrical rates
within the Needles
e Needles’ current electric rate calculation — this demonstrates the low hydropower
and over-hydro rates
e Needles’ annual base rate calculation tool, illustrating how Needles develops

The City is requesting the CEC determine the residential solar PV requirement of Section
150.1(c)14 should not apply as it is not cost-effective, may negatively impact citizens and
worsen Needles already precarious economic position.

In order to receive a determination, the City must hold a public hearing in order to
receive public comment on the submission of this request for a determination regarding
the cost-effectiveness of the PV requirement and subsequently, receive City Council
approval of this action.

Public Notification: A Public Hearing Notice was placed in the Needles Desert Star and
published on July 17, 2019 and July 24, 2019; notice was posted in two public places.

WHEREAS, the City of Needles requests a determination from the California Energy Commission that
Section 150.1(c)14 is not cost-effective and should not apply within the City of Needles service area;

WHEREAS, the request for a determination would still allow anyone within Needles’ service area to add
solar PV to new or existing buildings at their discretion;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Needles, California hereby
approves Resolution No. 2019-51 requesting a cost-effectiveness determination by the California Energy
Commission pursuant to Section 10-109(k) of the 2019 Energy Code.

Dear Mr. Shirakh,

On behalf of the City of Needles (“City” or “Needles”), | am writing to seel a determination from the
California Energy Commission (“Commission”) under Section 10-109(k) of the 2019 Energy Code.
Section 10-109(k) allows the Commission to determine that the photovoltaic (“PV”) requirements of
Section 150.1(c)14 should not apply, if the Commission finds that “the implementation of public agency
rules regarding utility system costs and revenue requirements, compensation for customer-owned
generation, or interconnection fees, causes the Commission’s cost effectiveness conclusions to not
hold for particular buildings.”

The City of Needles is a small community of roughly 5,000 residents nestled on the eastern edge of
California, touching Arizona and a short distance from Nevada. Needles provides electric service to its
residents through Needles Public Utility Authority (“NPUA”). The median household income is $31,372,
making Needles a severely disadvantaged community. Currently, very few new houses (approximately
2-3) are built in Needles each year; residents’ economic condition likely contributes to this lack of new
development. Adding the residential PV requirement in this community may worsen Needles already
precarious position.

Importantly, the residential PV requirement is not cost-effective for Needles’ citizens. While Needles
electric rates fluctuate based on the season and customer consumption, they are some of the lowest in
the state. For example, this summer an NPUA customer will receive hydropower for the first 742 kWhs
at a rate of $0.0621/kWh. When they exceed this amount, the price increases to an “over hydro” rate
0f 0.0917/kWh. For the typical residential electric customer, we believe that the Section 150.1(c)14
mandate is not cost-effective within Needles’ service area and a determination under Section 10-109(k)
is appropriate.

NPUA reviewed and approved this application for a determination from the Commission. Needles
then held a public meeting and received public comment on the submission of this request for a
determination regarding the cost-effectiveness of the PV requirement, and the city council approved
this action. The City of Needles respectfully requests that the California Energy Commission make a
determination under Section 10-109(k) of the 2019 Energy Code that the photovoltaic requirements of
Section 150.1(c)14 do not apply within Needles’ service area.

(“Customer-Generator”), and

Needles Public Utility Authority (“NPUA?”) referred to collectively as “Parties” and
individually as “Party”, agree

as follows:

1. SOLAR-ELECTRIC GENERATING FACILITY:

Customer-Generator has elected to operate its solar-electric generating
facility in parallel with NPUA’s facilities. The solar-electric generating
facility is intended primarily to offset part or all of the Customer-
Generator's own electrical requirements.

2. PAYMENT FOR NET ENERGY

2.1 For eligible residential and small commercial customer-generators,
the net energy metering calculation shall be made by measuring the
difference between the electricity supplied to the eligible customer-
generator and the electricity generated by the eligible customer-generator
and fed back to the electric grid over a monthly and 12-month period. The
following rule shall apply to the annualized net metering calculation:





2.2 Customer will be billed on a monthly basis, regardiess of Customer’s
previous billing cycle. The monthly Net Energy Metering calculation shall
be made by measuring the difference between the electricity supplied to
the Customer and the electricity generated by the Customer and fed back
to the grid over a normal one-month billing period.

2.3 At the end of each one-month billing period following the date of first
interconnection, NPUA shall determine if Customer was a net consumer
or a net producer of electricity during the one-month time period.

2.4 In the event the electricity supplied by NPUA during the one-month
period exceeds the electricity generated and fed back to the grid by
Customer during the same period, Customer is a net energy consumer. If
Customer is a net energy consumer, NPUA shall bill Customer for the net
energy consumption during such billing period based on the Customer’s
Rate Schedule and Customer shall pay for such net energy consumption
monthly in accordance with Customer’s monthly billing statement.

2.5 In the event the electricity supplied by NPUA during the one-month
period is less than the electricity generated and fed back to the grid by
Customer during the same period, Customer is a net energy producer. If
Customer is a net energy producer, any excess kilowatt-hours generated
during the billing cycle shall be carried over to the following billing period
on a monetary basis until the end of the 12-month period.

2.6 Any net monthly consumption of electricity shall be calculated
according to the terms of the rate schedule. If Customer is a net
generator over a billing period, the net kilowatt-hours generated shall be
valued at the same price per kilowatt-hour as NPUA would charge for the
baseline quantity of electricity during that billing period, and if the number
of kilowatt-hours generated exceeds the baseline quantity, the excess
shall be valued at the same price per kilowatt-hour as NPUA would
charge electricity over the baseline quantity during the billing period.

2.7 The eligible customer —generator account shall, at the end of the 12-
month period following the date of final interconnection of the customer-
generator’s system with the NPUA distribution system, and at each
anniversary month thereafter, be evaluated and reconciled for electricity
used or generated during the period.

2.8 NPUA shall retain any Net Surplus Energy generated by Customer,
including any associated environmental attributes or renewable energy
credits (“‘RECs”), and Customer’s credits shall be reset to zero for the
subsequent 12-month period. No payment will be made to Customer for
the excess energy delivered to NPUA’s grid, unless Customer elects a
compensation option in Subsection 2.11.

2.9 NPUA will determine if the customer-generator was a net consumer or
a net producer of electricity during that period.

2





2.10 Customer may be eligible for Net Surplus Energy Compensation.
The Customer’s Net Surplus Energy Compensation shall be calculated
over a 12-month period. If Customer is eligible for Net Surplus
Compensation, customer shall be compensated pursuant to the method
selected by Customer in Subsection 2.11. Such Net Surplus
Compensation Rate shall provide just and reasonable compensation for
the value of the Net Surplus Energy, and shall be adopted by the Board of
Public Utilities and the Needles Public Utility Authority. Such Net Surplus
Compensation Rate shall be reviewed and subject to change on an
annual basis.

2.11 At the end of the 12-month period, upon certification by the
Customer that they have sole ownership of the environmental attributes
and RECs associated with the energy generated from the Generating
Facility in accordance with Subsection 2.12 Customer may receive Net
Surplus Energy Compensation for Net Surplus Energy by affirmatively
electing one of the following methods (Please initial just one): The
Customer will be required to complete this form annually prior to the end
of a 12-month period. If an annual form is not returned by the requested
due date the response below will automatically be the default response.

(a). ___ Receive monetary compensation for Net Surplus Generation
exported to NPUA during the prior 12-month period at the Net Surplus
Energy Compensation Rate

(b). Receive the Net Surplus Energy Compensation as a kilowatt-
hour credit calculated using the Net Surplus Energy Compensation rate
and applied against future billing periods.

____(Please initial) By making this election, | also agree that all
environmental attributes and RECs associated with the kilowatt-hours
generated shall be the property of NPUA.

2.12 Customer hereby certifies that they have sole ownership of the
environmental attributes and RECs associated with the energy generated
from the Generating Facility. For Customers who elect to receive Net
Surplus Energy Compensation based on a per kilowatt-hour rate in
accordance with Subsection 2.11, the environmental attributes and RECs
associated with the kilowatt-hours in which the Customer received Net
Surplus Energy Compensation at the per kilowatt-hour rate shall be the
property of the NPUA. Customer hereby transfers to the NPUA all rights,
title, and interest Customer has to such environmental attributes and
RECs. Customers who elect to receive Net Surplus Energy
Compensation based on a per kilowatt-hour credit calculated using the
net surplus energy compensation rate and applied in accordance with
Subsection 2.11 may elect to transfer to City all rights, title, and interest
Customer has to such environmental attributes and RECs.

2.13 All net consumption over 12 months will be charged the Utility Users
Tax, not to exceed the rate of two and a half percent (2.5%) as





established by Ordinance No. 545-AC and the Mandated Conservation
fee (adopted every October) as established by Resolution No. 7-24-07.

3. INTERRUPTION OR REDUCTION OF DELIVERIES

3.1 NPUA shall not be obligated to accept or pay for, and may require
Customer-Generator to interrupt or reduce, deliveries of as-available
energy:

(a) When necessary in order to construct, install, maintain, repair,
replace, remove,
Investigate, or inspect any of its equipment or any part of its system; or

(b) If NPUA determines that curtailment, interruption, or reduction is
necessary because of emergencies, forced outages, force majeure, or
compliance with prudent electrical practices.

3.2 Whenever possible, NPUA shall give Customer-Generator reasonable
notice of the possibility that interruption or reduction of deliveries may be
required.

3.3 Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Agreement, if at any time
NPUA determines that either:

(a) the facility may endanger NPUA personnel, or

(b) the continued operation of Customer-Generator’s facility may
endanger the integrity of NPUA's ‘s electric system, NPUA shall have
the right to disconnect Customer-Generator’s facility from NPUA ‘s
electric system. Customer-Generator’s facility shall remain disconnected
until such time as NPUA is satisfied that the conditions(s) referenced in
(a) or (b) of this Section 3.3 have been corrected.

4. INTERCONNECTION

4.1 Customer-Generator shall deliver the as-available energy to NPUA at
the utility’s meter.

4.2 Customer-Generator shall pay for designing, installing, operating, and
maintaining the solar-electric generating facility in accordance with all
applicable laws and regulations and shall comply with NPUA’s Appendix
A, which is attached hereto.

4.3 Customer-Generator shall not commence parallel operation of the
generator facility until written approval of the interconnection facilities has
been given by NPUA. Such approval shall not be unreasonably withheld.
NPUA shall have the right to have representatives present at the initial
testing of Customer-Generator’s protective apparatus.





5. METER REQUIREMENTS

5.1 NPUA shall own, operate and maintain on Customer’s premises a
single meter capable of registering the flow of electricity in two directions
(“Required Meter"). In addition, the meter shall be capable of recording
time-of-use information for all customers. NPUA may waive metering
requirements of this Section; provided such waiver shall be applied in a
non-discriminatory manner.

5.2 If the existing electrical meter of Customer is not capable of
measuring the flow of electricity in two directions or supplying time-of-use
information, Customer shall be responsible for all expenses involved in
NPUA purchase and installation of a Required Meter. NPUA may waive
metering expenses of this Section; provided such a waiver shall be
applied in a non-discriminatory manner.

6. OWNERSHIP OF ENVIRONMENTAL ATTRIBUTES

Customer shall assign NPUA any and all environmental attributes,
renewable energy credits (“RECSs”), green tags, energy or carbon
credits/allowances with respect to the PV solar systems, and agree that
NPUA shall have sole discretion and full benefits of any and all
environmental attributes from distributed solar generation within NPUA
service territory.

5. MAINTENANCE AND PERMITS

Customer-Generator shall obtain any governmental authorizations and
permits required for the construction and operation of the solar-electric
generating facility and interconnection facilities and shall maintain all
facilities in a safe and prudent manner and in conformance with all
applicable laws and regulations including, but not limited to, NPUA’s
Appendix A.

Customer-Generator shall reimburse NPUA for any and all losses,
damages, claims, penalties, or liability it incurs as a result of Customer-
Generator’s failure to obtain or maintain any governmental authorizations
and permits required.for construction and operation of Customer-
Generator’s generating facility.

6. ACCESS TO PREMISES
NPUA may enter Customer-Generator’s premises:

(a) to inspect, at all reasonable hours, Customer-Generator's
protective devices and read or test meter; and

(b) to disconnect, without notice the interconnection facilities if, in

NPUA'’s opinion, a hazardous condition exists and such immediate
action is necessary to protect persons, or NPUA's facilities, or

property of others from damage or interference caused by Customer-
Generator's solar-electric facilities, or lack of properly operating
protective devices.

7. INDEMNITY AND LIABILITY

7.1 Each party as indemnitor shall defend, hold harmless, and indemnify
the other Party and the directors, officers, employees, and agents of such
other Party against and from any and all loss, liability, damage, claim,
cost, charge, demand, or expense (including any direct, indirect, or
consequential loss, liability, damage, claim, cost, charge, demand, or
expense, including attordney’s fees) for injury or death to persons
including employees of either Party and damage to property including
property of either Party arising out of or in connection with (a) the
engineering, design, construction, maintenance, repair, operation,
supervision, inspection, testing, protection or ownership of, or (b) the
making of replacements, additions, betterments to, or reconstruction of,
the indemnitor’s facilities; provided, however, Customer-Generator’s duty
to indemnify NPUA hereunder shall not extend to loss, liability, damage,
claim, cost, charge, demand, or expense resulting from interruptions in
electrical service to NPUA’s customers other than Customer-Generator.
This indemnity shall apply notwithstanding the active or passive
negligence of the indemnitee. However, neither Party shall be indemnified
hereunder for its loss, liability, damage, claim, cost, charge, demand, or
expense resulting from its sole negligence or willful misconduct.

7.2 Not withstanding the indemnity of Section 7.1, and except for a
Party’s willful misconduct or sole negligence, each Party shall be
responsible for damage to its facilities resulting from electrical
disturbances or faults.

7.3 The provisions of this Section 7 shall not be construed to relieve any
insurer of its obligations to pay any insurance claims in accordance with
provisions of any valid insurance policy.

7.4 Except as otherwise provided in Section 7.1, neither Party shall be
liable to the other Party for consequential damages incurred by that Party.

7.5 If Customer-Generator fails to comply with the insurance provisions of
this Agreement, if any, Customer-Generator shall, at its own cost, defend,
hold harmless and indemnify NPUA, its directors, officers, employees,
agents, assignees, and successors in interest from and against any and
all loss, liability, damage, claim, cost, charge, demand, or expense of any
kind or nature (including attorneys’ fee and other costs of litigation)
resulting from the death or injury to any person or damage to any
property, including the personnel and property of NPUA, to the extent that
NPUA would have been protected had Customer-Generator complied
with all such insurance provisions. The inclusion of this Section 7.5 is not
intended to create any express or implied right in Customer-Generator to
elect not to provide any such required insurance.





8. INSURANCE (Optional)

8.1 Customer-Generator shall maintain, during the term of this Agreement
Comprehensive Personal Liability Insurance with a combined single limit
of not less than one hundred thousand dollars ($100,000) for each
occurrence.

8.2 Such insurance required in Section 8.1 shall, by endorsement to the
policy or policies, provide for thirty (30) calendar days written notice to
NPUA prior to cancellation, termination, alterations, or material change of
such insurance.

8.3 NPUA shall have the right to inspect or obtain a copy of the original
policy or policies of insurance.

8.4 Customer-Generator shall furnish the required certificates and
endorsements to NPUA prior to commencing operation.

8.5 All insurance certificates, endorsements, cancellations, terminations,
alterations, and material changes of such insurance shall be issued and
submitted to the following:

9. GOVERNING LAW

This Agreement shall be interpreted, governed, and construed under the
laws of the State of California as if executed and to be performed wholly
within the State of California.

10. AMENDMENT MODIFICATION OR WAIVER

Any amendments or modifications to this Agreement shall be in writing
and agreed to by both Parties, The failure of any Party at any time or
times to require performance of any provision hereof shall in no manner
affect the right at a later time to enforce the same.

No waiver by any Party of the breach of any term of covenant contained
in this Agreement, whether by conduct or otherwise, shall be deemed to
be construed as a further or continuing waiver of any such breach or
waiver of the breach of any other term or convent unless such waiver is in
writing.

Background: Market Street. east of the 1-40 interstate, is a road that previously provided
transportation through the City of Needles, which was separated into two sections with the
construction of the 1-40, with the highway in-between each section, making the section of Market
Street, west of “O” Street and terminating at the 1-40, an area of right-of-way that serves no
purpose.

In accordance with Section 65402 of the Government Code, the Planning Commission must
determine whether the vacation of the right-of-way conforms to the General Plan.

At the August 7! 2019 Planning Commission meeting, a public hearing was held; public input was
solicited and considered, and a finding was made that abandonment of an unused portion of
right-of-way along Market Street is in compliance with the General Plan.

Fiscal Impact: N/A

Environmental Impact: Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (‘CEQA”) and
the City’s local CEQA Guidelines, City Staff determined that the project is covered by the general
rule that CEQA applies only to projects which have the potential for causing a significant effect on
the environment. City Staff found that there is no possible significant effect directly related to the
Project, therefore no further action is required under CEQA pursuant to Section 15061(b)(3) of the
State CEQA Guidelines (14 CCR § 15061(b)(3)), and independently, the Project is categorically
exempt (class 5) pursuant to Section 15305 of the State CEQA Guidelines (14 CCR § 15305).

Background: The following departments currently use City owned radios; Electric,
Water, Wastewater, Public Works and Golf Maintenance. The radios provided
communication between departments and the Utility Billing Office.

The existing radios are approximately 20 years old, many are damaged, and static levels
are high. To upgrade the existing radios, add new radios and upgrade the existing
communications antenna is $26,730. To update the existing radios but not the
communication antenna and use Horizon air time is $19,425.

Staff recommends leasing the radio equipment and air time from Horizon Technologies.
The monthly service contract provides the equipment, maintenance, equipment
protection, air time and preventive maintenance inspections (PMI).

Fiscal Impact: Monthly radio lease is $1,120 and the annual contract will be $13,440
and to be funded by the departments with the system.

INTRODUCTION

Verification Objective
City of Needles (ARB ID 3047) has retained Lincus Inc. to conduct an independent

verification of its reported greenhouse gas emissions 2018 report year. City of
Needles’'s emissions data report was prepared in compliance to the California Global
Warming Solutions Act of 2006 (AB 32) emissions reporting standards administered by
the California Air Resources Board (ARB). This standard is referenced as the
‘Mandatory Reporting Requirement” or “MRR” throughout this report.

The GHG data collection period for this verification is between January 1, 2018 and
December 31, 2018. The purposes of this verification exercise are, by review of
objective evidence, to independently verify that the submitted emissions data report is:

e Free of material misstatement; and
e In full conformance with MRR.

Verification Scope
The scope of this verification includes GHG emissions from anthropogenic sources

bounded by the City of Needles as specified in the MRR.

In accordance with the MRR (sec §95130(a)(1)), City of Needles is required to obtain
annual verification services as specified in sec §95103(f) and is subject to full
verification requirements for the 2018 GHG emissions report (MRR §95130(a)(1)(A).

Lincus evaluated the emissions data report to a standard of Reasonable Assurance.
Reasonable Assurance statements are crafted in a positive fashion; a Verification Body
provides reasonable assurance that an emission report is materially correct. A
reasonable assurance statement is generally considered to generate the highest
possible level of confidence.

Upon completion of the verification services, Lincus will issue a verification statement,
and provide that statement to City of Needles and ARB. Before that statement is
issued, Lincus will have the verification services and findings of the verification team
independently reviewed within the Lincus team by a lead verifier not involved in
verification services. Lincus will also provide to City of Needles a detailed verification
report prior to submitting its verification findings to ARB to provide the opportunity to
correct any misstatements, omissions, or discrepancies uncovered during verification
activities.





1.3 Description of Emission Activities, Sources, and Boundaries
City of Needles (the Utility) is a retail provider that serves electric customers in the City

of Needles. The Utility imports electricity from one (1) specified source and from
several unspecified sources located outside of California. The utility also purchases
electricity from in-state resources. The ultility sells the electricity to end-use customers
and does not sell excess electricity into CAISO. Needles resides in the Western Area
Lower Colorado Balancing Authority (WALC BA), and as part of the services provided
by the BA, Needles receives untagged Energy Imbalance to close the gap between
actual load and scheduled energy. This untagged amount is reported under unspecified
imports. The Ultility does not export or wheel power and does not have RPS
adjustments, QE adjustments, or Linked transactions in the 2018 reporting year. Table 1
and 2 summarizes emission activities and sources and emission boundaries. Western
Area Power Authority (WAPA) does CARB GHG reporting for City of Needles.

VERIFICATION PROCESS AND METHODOLOGY

The verification process was designed to gain clear understanding of City of Needles'’s
emission sources; to evaluate and verify the collection and handling of data; to review
the calculations that lead to the emissions report; and to evaluate the processes and
procedures for reporting the associated data and results. Lincus personnel were
particularly careful during this verification to refrain from providing advice to the
reporting entity.

Verification Logistics
Upon acceptance of the verification proposal by the reporter and associated contractual

obligations (e.g. proof of insurance, purchase order, etc.):

e A Lead Verifier to serve as a project manager and point of contact was assigned;

e The reporter was asked to assign Lincus, Inc. as the Verification body in Cal-
eGGRT,;

e The reporter was asked to provide electronic and/or physical copies of its GHG
Monitoring or Inventory Plan and associated relevant data for review:;

e The lead verifier assigned discussed the general timing of verification services
with facility personnel including:

o Types of proposed document and data reviews;
o Expected date for completing verification services.

At such point in time that initial information had been received, the lead verifier
contacted the reporter to discuss initial verification logistics and selected the verification
team.

NOTE: If it was believed that a real or perceived Conflict of Interest (COI) existed during
any point up to COI/NOVS approval by ARB, the Lead Verifier reserved the right to halt
verification logistic activities until a COI determination could be made. Internal
evaluation of COl was also conducted for each member of the verification team.

The Lincus verification team for this verification activity consisted of the individuals
shown in Table 4. These individuals were selected based on their verification
experience, as well as familiarity with the technical operations of this facility type. The
lead verifier had operational control over the verification team and was the primary point
of contact for all verification activities.

2.4 Develop Sampling Plan
After initial review of data, Lincus developed a sampling plan in accordance with the

procedures outlined in §95131(b)(7)(A)-(C) based on a strategic risk analysis of
submitted data to assess the nature, scale, and complexity of the verification activity.
The sampling plan for verification included a quantitative assessment of materiality risk
for emission sources including (see Table 5a):

e Ranking of emission sources by amount of contribution to total CO2z equivalent;

¢ Ranking of emissions sources by risk of calculation uncertainty.

e Fuel and electricity transactions were also ranked or evaluated relative to the
amount of fuel or power exchanged.

The sampling plan also included a gualitative assessment of conformity risk as
applicable, including as applicable under §95110 to §95123, §95129, and §95150 to
§95157 including (see Table 6):

e Data acquisition equipment;

e Data sampling and frequency;

e Data processing and tracking;

e Emissions calculations;

e Product data (not applicable to this verification);

e Data reporting;

e Management policies or practices in developing emissions data reports.

The sections below describe the emissions sources targeted for document reviews, and
data checks as specified in §95131(b)(8), which states that data checks should focus on
the largest and most uncertain estimates of emissions, product data and fuel and
electricity transactions. This section describes the methods used to check data for each
source, and contains a summary of the information analyzed in the data checks and
document reviews conducted for each emissions source. As specified, at minimum,
these data checks included the following:

Tracing data in the emissions data report to its origin;

Examining the process for data compilation and collection;

Recalculating emission estimates to check original calculations;

Reviewing calculation methodologies used by the reporting entity for
conformance

2.5 On-Site Verification

Once the verification logistics, verification plan, and sampling plan were outlined, the
verification team conducted an on-site verification with Stacy Russ (from WAPA) and
Rainie Torrance (from City of Needles) at WAPA’s Phoenix facility. The purpose of the

site visit was to:
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e Check that all sources specified in sections §95110 to 95124, and 95150 to
95157, as applicable to the reporting entity are identified appropriately as

outlined in the sampling plan.

e Review and understand the data management systems used by the reporting
entity to track, quantify, and report greenhouse gas emissions and, when
applicable, product data, and electricity and fuel transactions to evaluate the

uncertainty and effectiveness of these systems as outlined in the sampling plan.

The verification team carefully walked through the GHG calculations and sources for the
data and asked questions, as needed. The verification team also witnessed Stacy Russ
download the OATI report of all tags sinking at Needles, attach it to an e-mail, and send

it to the verification team.

Internal Quality Control
After the initial verification statement had been completed a draft verification report was

developed, and it was provided to an Independent Reviewer for review. The
Independent Reviewer ensured that all applicable verification procedures were followed
and identified any areas of significant concern, including errors in planning, data
sampling, and/or judgment by the verification team that are related to the draft
verification statement.

Verification Report and Verification Statement
At the completion of the verification services, a detailed verification report, including

sampling plan, data checks completed issues logged, and their resolution, as well as
any additional qualifying verification findings was provided to the reporter. Ten business
days were allowed for the entity to make corrections (if needed). Once a discussion had
been held with the reporter regarding their verification report, a final report and
verification statement was submitted to ARB.
